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CHIEF EXECUTIVE’S FOREWORD
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In 2010‐11, the Attorney‐General’s Department (AGD) and the Department of Justice continued to have a strong focus on ensuring that South Australia is a safe, fair and just place to live, work, visit and do business.

We undertook this work in three key areas: by contributing to the safety and wellbeing of the community; by ensuring that the public has access to just and fair services; and by constantly working to become and remain an organisation whose capability and use of resources are up to the task.

I am pleased that in 2010‐11 we achieved significant outcomes for the community through a range of services, programs, and reforms. The breadth of these is at first surprising. AGD has responsibility for 12 portfolio areas, serving six South Australian Government Ministers, and spanning activities as various as recreation and sport, forensic science, legal advice to government, emergency management, the prosecution of cases within the court system, volunteers, and consumer protection.

As a Chief Executive it is often difficult to single out particular achievements in the context of the vital daily contributions of all staff. Nevertheless, I wish to highlight some major accomplishments from the year.

The year saw the fulfilment of an important restructure of the Department which I launched in late 2010, the Make a Difference change program. The Department was restructured into three divisions, providing focus to the diverse nature of our work ‐ Consumer and Business Services, Building Communities, and Organisational Performance ‐ and a Legal Services cluster.

A key plank in the change has been to entrench a culture that is community‐facing, that solves people’s problems, that is innovative, and that provides a rewarding place to work. To make this cultural change a reality we have launched a range of leadership and performance development programs. We have also commenced a re‐engineering of our business processes. We will continue these long‐term reforms in 2011‐12 and beyond.

As part of Make a Difference we have also embarked on a new governance model for the Department. An AGD Executive Board, comprising myself as Chair and the new Deputy Chief Executives and Executive Director, Legal and Legislative Services, met for the first time in February. It has overall stewardship for the Department, its people, its resources and the delivery of the Government’s priorities in all our portfolio areas. In 2011‐12, I will oversee further internal governance reform which will devolve decision‐making and broaden the leadership skills of our current executives and our emerging leaders.

Make a Difference is not an end in itself. While it has already delivered improvements in organisational capability, its ultimate aim is to make AGD even better equipped to make a real difference for South Australians. This outward focus is evident in our many achievements throughout the year.

In 2010‐11 the Department led or contributed to one of its long‐standing goals – to improve the criminal justice system so that there is better access to justice for all, so that the system is efficient, fair, emphasises prevention and is responsive to community standards, and so that people and their rights are properly protected.

In December 2010, the Attorney‐General announced that South Australia would establish a Law Reform Institute that will modernise, simplify and consolidate laws and the administration of justice within the State. The Department worked with the Law Society and Adelaide University to progress this important initiative. Progress was also made on introducing a public integrity institution in South Australia. Public consultation on an integrated model that will

ensure the highest standards of integrity by public officials was undertaken and the Government is now considering

recommendations on the establishment of such a body.

Court delays will be reduced through reforms to sentencing outlined within the Attorney‐General’s Criminal Law (Sentencing) (Sentencing Considerations) Bill, introduced to Parliament in March 2011, and through further development of the Justice Video Conferencing project, which allows remote experts and witnesses to use video conferencing to testify in trials. The extension of case conferencing to the Holden Hill Magistrates Court in 2010‐11 will also reduce court delays by reaching early settlement of matters through a round table process prior to committal.

The Community Court Project in Adelaide’s south will see a new approach to lower‐level criminal matters through stronger case management and actively involving the community in crime‐reduction initiatives. The Bail Improvement Project has improved the information available to bail authorities and reduced conflicting bail conditions and wrongful arrest or release due to inconsistent bail information.

Tightening legislation and reforming systems to reduce violent crime was a prime activity. An important new initiative was the joint work of the Office for Women and the Coroner’s Office to examine domestic violence‐ related deaths and recommend systemic changes to reduce new incidents of domestic violence in regions across the State. This adds to the already considerable work the Department is undertaking within the Family Safety Framework, the Women’s Safety Strategy, the forthcoming introduction of domestic violence intervention orders, and  child protection.

In order to reduce alcohol‐fuelled violence and anti‐social behaviour, public consultation was undertaken on proposed amendments to the Liquor Licensing Act. The Summary Offences (Weapons) Amendment Bill 2010 was introduced to reduce knife‐related crimes through of range of measures in relation to sales and knife detection.

Dealing in illicit and controlled drugs was made harder through new legislation to make it an offence to traffic controlled drugs in or around licensed premises or entertainment venues and to sell or supply a document containing instructions on how to make illicit drugs.

Consumer protection was an ongoing priority. On 1 January 2011 the new national Australian Consumer Law came into effect, supported by the South Australian Government. Rights for consumers purchasing second‐ hand vehicles were strengthened through new state legislation brought in in November 2010, while proposed legislation to protect strata and community title owners was released for public consultation during the year. Tougher laws on tattooing, aimed at protecting minors, were introduced into Parliament in April 2011.

The Department and the statutory authorities that sit within the portfolio continued to ensure access to rights and the protection of the most vulnerable. The Guardianship Board reduced delays in hearings schedules and continued its hearings in the Anangu Pitjantjatjara Lands following its first off‐site hearing in the region in

2009‐10. The Office of the Public Advocate worked with key stakeholders to identify ways to prevent the abuse of vulnerable adults over 65 years. The Commissioner for Victims’ Rights worked with the Courts

Administration Authority to ensure that victims and witnesses have safe areas, away from alleged perpetrators, in which to wait during trials and talk with witness assistance officers and other victim support staff. The Office of Recreation and Sport continued to advocate child‐safe procedures and practices within sporting clubs. The Equal Opportunity Commissioner continued developing and implementing innovative online and schools programs to deliver public education on equal opportunity to prevent discriminatory practices before they happen.

During the year we welcomed new agencies into the Department: the Industrial Relations Court and Commission, the Workers’ Compensation Tribunal, the WorkCover Ombudsman, Medical Panels, and the Employee Ombudsman. These are critical components in a fair and transparent industrial relations system. Their addition has given the Department a broader remit in protecting the rights of both employees and employers.

In line with the Department’s agenda on community wellbeing, we actively pursued programs to ensure the full participation of all South Australians in the State’s economy and society. In November 2010, the Minister for Youth launched youthconnect, South Australia’s Youth Strategy, a whole‐of‐government approach for those aged between 12 and 25 years. From providing young offenders from the Port August Prison with the opportunity to undertake the Duke of Edinburgh program to working intensively with young people about body image, the wellbeing of South Australia’s youth continued to be an important objective.

Two projects under the Women at Work initiative saw increasing opportunities for women in non‐traditional training and jobs. A record‐breaking number of participants attended the 2010 State Volunteer Congress to learn how social media could be utilised to attract volunteers, including a new generation of volunteers, and to support the work of non‐government organisations. A taskforce on religious diversity was established by the Minister for Multicultural Affairs to make recommendations on religious understanding and tolerance. And, importantly, a register of Aboriginal veterans was established during the year to rectify, at long last, our failure to properly recognise the service of Indigenous Australians in the armed forces.

For all South Australians, an important achievement to which the Department contributed was the opening of the South Australian Aquatic and Leisure Centre in April 2011. This is a major development for the State, with the ability to attract national aquatic events – as well as provide South Australian families and athletes with world‐class facilities.

And last, but in my mind certainly not the least, the Department was again a leader in staging the Aboriginal Power Cup. This year 287 Aboriginal high school students from across the State participated in the program, attending a statewide football carnival culminating in a grand final at AAMI Stadium and working towards their South Australian Certificate of Education. A large part of the focus is on planning for a positive future, using sport as the medium to education and career planning.

For me, the Power Cup exemplifies what we in AGD want to achieve and how we want to achieve it. This means innovative ideas that maximise outcomes for the community, working with partners inside and outside of government, having a broad focus on justice, and most importantly, valuing all South Australians equally.

A safe, just and fair South Australia can be created and enhanced in many ways, as this annual report demonstrates. But the most important ingredient within AGD is the professionalism and commitment of its staff – particularly in times of budget constraints and internal change. I wish to sincerely thank all staff, within the many and varied areas that make up the Department, for making a real difference in the lives of South Australians.

ORGANISATIONAL OVERVIEW

The Department of Justice is an administrative unit established under the Public Sector Act 2009 to coordinate strategic activities of the multiple agencies that make up the Justice portfolio, as well as provide services to the Minister for Justice. The Department has one employee – the Chief Executive of the Attorney‐General’s Department (AGD) and Department of Justice – to execute this coordination function. There is no separate administered budget for the Department of Justice.

SOUTH AUSTRALIA’S STRATEGIC PLAN
South Australia’s Strategic Plan (SASP) was launched by the South Australian Government in March 2004. The plan outlined a medium to long‐term strategic course for the whole of South Australia. In early 2007, following community consultation, the Government released a second edition of the plan. This version and its targets remain in place. The Justice portfolio was given lead responsibility for achieving eight of the 98 SASP targets.

Justice agency implementation plans for all SASP targets have been developed through AGD. More details on the targets are provided in the Attorney‐General’s Department section of this annual report.

JUSTICE PORTFOLIO STRATEGIC DIRECTIONS
The Justice Portfolio Strategic Directions 2008–14 was developed in collaboration with Justice agencies. This strategic planning document establishes future directions and priority areas for the Justice portfolio and is aligned with South Australia’s Strategic Plan. It establishes clear directions for portfolio activity: a cohesive society, a safe and reassured community, a prepared and protected public, a resilient community, and a dynamic, responsive and collaborative Justice portfolio.

The Justice portfolio has identified five key goals on which to focus its strategic direction. These goals encompass the broad business areas in the portfolio. Agencies contribute variously to these goals, creating a multi‐layered, collaborative approach to providing justice and emergency services across the State.

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CHAPTER 2: ATTORNEY‐GENERAL’S DEPARTMENT
ORGANISATIONAL OVERVIEW
ROLE
The South Australian Attorney‐General’s Department (AGD) provides high‐level legal services and advice to Ministers and agencies across the whole of government, specialist policy advice, regulation and compliance, and direct service delivery to the public.
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Our Vision is for South Australia to be a safe, fair and just place to live, work, visit and do business.
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Our Mission is to make South Australia a State in which all communities and individuals are treated fairly. We are continuing to improve public access to justice services by ensuring that our laws are inclusive and support and protect all citizens. We will continue to build the resilience of our communities, recognising and celebrating the diversity that exists within them, and support the participation of its members. As an organisation, we will be progressive in meeting future challenges in a changing environment.

AGD provides a legal infrastructure for South Australia that is just, equitable, and robust, with a focus on prevention. It promotes fair, timely and economical access to justice through the provision of legal, civil, prosecutorial and legislative services. The Department fosters community safety and wellbeing by advocating for and protecting the rights of individuals, in particular, the most vulnerable in the community, and promoting cultural diversity and equality.

By working with businesses to achieve better compliance, the Department promotes a fair, secure and balanced marketplace, where consumers are protected and know their rights. Through a range of programs and facilities in the areas of volunteers, veterans, women, youth, multicultural communities, and sport and recreation, the Department strengthens community participation and social cohesion.

The Department supports six Ministers across twelve portfolios: Attorney‐General, Justice, Status of Women, Consumer Affairs, Gambling, Workers Rehabilitation, Multicultural Affairs, Youth, Volunteers, Veterans’ Affairs, Industrial Relations, and Recreation, Sport, and Racing.

As at 30 June 2011, the Department employed 1567.9 full‐time equivalent staff and had a total operating budget in the order of $260 million.

STRATEGIC FRAMEWORK
The Attorney‐General’s Department Strategic Plan 2008–10 outlines the vision, mission, goals and priorities of AGD. It identifies priority areas to ensure programs and services are aligned and able to deliver the best possible outcomes for the South Australian community. The strategic plan is supported by three primary goals and 10 priority areas related to South Australia’s Strategic Plan targets.

GOAL ONE: COMMUNITY WELLBEING
The Department has a strong focus on public safety and wellbeing. It promotes cultural diversity and equality, and includes protection and support of vulnerable people, victims and witnesses. Our priorities are:

ORGANISATIONAL CHANGE PROGRAM
The Department is undergoing an internal change program, known as Make a Difference, with the vision to be a community‐facing, innovative, problem‐solving, and employee‐engaging organisation.

The future organisational design for the Department was presented by the Chief Executive to staff in November

2010. The new design and business model provides a blueprint for AGD leaders and staff to think and act more
strategically. Three new divisions and a legal cluster have been created to bring together like functions, maximise collaboration and achieve efficiencies: Consumer and Business Services; Building Communities; Organisational Performance; and Legal Services. Each division is led by newly established deputy chief executive roles.

A key milestone was reached with the appointment of the Deputy Chief Executive, Consumer and Business

Services in December 2010, followed by that of the Deputy Chief Executive, Building Communities in February

2011. A Deputy Chief Executive Organisational Performance role has also been created. In May 2011 the
Executive Director of Legal and Legislative Services was appointed.

The newly established departmental Executive Board met for the first time in February 2011. It comprises the Chief Executive, the three Deputy Chief Executives, and the Executive Director, Legal and Legislative Services. The Board is the Department’s principal governance body, and has been established to drive the strategic intent of the Department, direct the Make a Difference program, and provide overall stewardship for AGD. It is accountable for delivery of government priorities across all of the Department’s portfolio responsibilities.

In 2010–11 the Board took steps to reinforce an organisational culture of high‐performance. Based on the principles of the South Australian Public Sector Code of Ethics, leaders from across the Department defined the desired culture as one underpinned by the CARE behaviours of:


collaboration, where results are achieved through working with people both inside and outside of the Department

         accountability, where staff deliver on commitments and own the outcomes of their work


responsibility, where staff prioritise resources to achieve valued outcomes and take initiative and get the job done


engagement, where staff connect their work to the AGD vision and listen and respond to the community.

Work has commenced on embedding these behaviours in the Department’s culture through a series of staff workshops and by building them into performance management, recruitment, staff development and business‐ planning processes.

ORGANISATIONAL STRUCTURE
Established under the Public Sector Act 2009, the Department has three divisions and one legal cluster: Consumer and Business Services Division, Building Communities Division, Organisational Performance Division, and the Legal Services cluster.

The Department manages or supports 18 independent statutory officers or authorities. Thirteen were also the

DIVISIONS AND OFFICES
Office of the Chief Executive provides executive and administrative support, advice and assurance to the Chief

Executive, Attorney‐General’s Department and Department of Justice.

BUILDING COMMUNITIES DIVISION
The Building Communities Division builds the capacity of communities by: working across government, engaging the community and stakeholders, strengthening community participation and social inclusion, designing and delivering programs for targeted populations and individuals at risk, protecting the rights of the vulnerable, and helping to resolve disputes and complaints. The division brings together the areas within AGD that have a significant community impact. The Building Communities Division encompasses the following units.

The Office for Racing provides policy advice to the Government through the Minister for Recreation, Sport and

Racing on matters relating to, and affecting, the South Australian racing industry. The office builds alliances

with individuals and organisations involved in the South Australian and national racing and wagering industries.

The Office for Recreation and Sport (ORS) is the lead agency for the Government’s policy on sport and active recreation. ORS supports sport and recreation organisations through the development of policy, programs and resources, the provision of funding, recreation and sport planning, infrastructure development, elite sport pathways and the promotion of physical activity.

RIGHTS PROTECTION
The Employee Ombudsman provides South Australians with advice and support on workplace issues. The Employee Ombudsman continues to advance fair and equitable workplace relations through community liaison, research and the promotion of appropriate dispute resolution practices.

Guardianship Board provides justice for South Australians with a decision‐making disability, primarily by appointing alternate decision‐makers under the Guardianship and Administration Act 1993. The Board has responsibility under the Mental Health Act 2009 for consenting to involuntary treatment for people with mental illnesses, making detention orders for up to 12 months and hearing appeals against detention orders.

The Industrial Relations Commission of SA is established by the Fair Work Act 1994 and deals with industrial disputes, awards, enterprise agreements, unfair dismissal claims and other grievance matters under the Fair Work Act 1994, Occupational Health, Safety and Welfare Act 1986, Public Sector Act 2009 and the Training and Skills Development Act 2008. Three commission members are appointed to Fair Work Australia and deal with federal industrial matters.

The Industrial Relations Court of SA is established by the Fair Work Act 1994; it is a participating court under the Courts Administration Act 1993 and has jurisdiction for employment and workplace matters, industrial offences and determination of questions of law referred to it. Jurisdiction is conferred by the Workers Rehabilitation and Compensation Act 1986, the Occupational Health, Safety and Welfare Act 1986 and the Long Service Leave Act 1987. The civil jurisdiction over monetary claims is conferred by s14 of the state Fair Work Act
1994 and s539 of the federal Fair Work Act 2009. The criminal jurisdiction is industrial offences under the

Summary Procedure Act 1921 and the Summary Procedure (Industrial Offences) Regulations 1992. Judges hear cases under the Dust Diseases Act 2005 sitting as Judges of the District Court. Two judges are judges of the Licensing Court and hear cases under the Liquor Licensing Act 1997.

Medical Panels SA provides administrative and ancillary support necessary for the proper functioning of expert Medical Panels.  Pursuant to Part 6C of the Workers Rehabilitation and Compensation Act 1986, expert Medical Panels provide independent opinions in response to statutory medical questions arising in relation to work injuries.

The Office of the Commissioner for Equal Opportunity aims to eliminate unlawful discrimination, by conciliating complaints of discrimination and informing the community about their rights and responsibilities under equal opportunity laws.

The Office of the Commissioner for Victims’ Rights supports the Commissioner for Victims’ Rights, who advises the Government, advances victims’ rights, and assists victims in their interactions with government agencies and others, including inquiring into victims’ grievances. The commissioner can also represent victims’ interests in certain criminal proceedings.

The Office of the Ombudsman investigates complaints against state and local government agencies, and reviews their decisions about release of information under the Freedom of Information Act 1991. The Ombudsman may also undertake investigations referred by Parliament, and can conduct administrative audits and investigations on his or her own initiative.

The Office of the Public Advocate promotes and protects the rights of people with mental incapacity in South Australia and their carers. Services include investigation, advocacy, guardianship and education, with the aim of enhancing the quality of life while safeguarding the wellbeing of this vulnerable client group.

The Office of the Public Trustee provides trustee services for the public of South Australia including will preparation, estate administration and investment services. It acts as executor and trustee of deceased estates, manager of protected estates, attorney and, where necessary, litigation guardian. It also provides taxation and public education services.

The Office of the WorkCover Ombudsman investigates and seeks to resolve complaints about the way services are delivered in the South Australian workers rehabilitation and compensation scheme and makes recommendations for improvement. The office joined the Department on 1 July 2010.

The Police Complaints Authority (PCA) is independent of the South Australia Police (SAPOL) and accepts complaints against police officers and other employees of SAPOL. The PCA has independent oversight of investigations into such complaints. The PCA works towards instilling greater public confidence in SAPOL and its members.

The South Australian Health Practitioners Tribunal is established by the Health Practitioner Regulation National Law (South Australia) Act 2010 as an independent tribunal within the national health practitioner regulation scheme. The tribunal hears and determines complaints from national boards (supported by the Australian Health Practitioners Regulation Authority) and applications by health practitioners for review of decisions made by national boards that affect them.
The Workers Compensation Tribunal of SA is established by the Workers Rehabilitation and Compensation Act 1986 and deals with disputes about claims for workers compensation under that Act. The focus is on early intervention in disputes and structured conciliation. Cases not resolved by agreement are heard and determined by judicial officers.

COMMUNITY WELLBEING
Multicultural SA (MSA) advises the Government on all matters relating to multicultural and ethnic affairs in South Australia. MSA supports the South Australian Multicultural and Ethnic Affairs Commission (SAMEAC), which comprises up to 15 members nominated by the Minister for Multicultural Affairs. The roles and functions of the office are in keeping with those outlined in the South Australian Multicultural and Ethnic Affairs Commission Act 1980.
The Office for Volunteers works with the community through the Advancing the Community Together partnership to build stronger communities and increase community participation and volunteering.  It provides the government with innovative policy and strategic advice and maintains programs that support and promote a sustainable future for volunteerism in accordance with South Australia’s Strategic Plan.

The Office for Women leads positive change for women by initiating innovative policy directions and pursuing the full and equal participation of women in South Australia, both socially and economically. The office works with government agencies and the wider community, and through the Women’s Information Service provides information, referral and support to women.

The Office for Youth supports the Minister for Youth, delivering a range of policies, programs and projects that aim to increase young people's health and wellbeing, their engagement in education, employment and skill development, and their active participation in their local community.

Veterans SA provides the South Australian veteran community with a central contact point for information and support. It advises the Government about veterans’ issues and coordinates medical, transport, disability and mental health services for veterans. The unit also liaises with the Commonwealth Department of Veterans’ Affairs to ensure maximum support for veterans in the State.

CONSUMER AND BUSINESS SERVICES DIVISION
The Consumer and Business Services Division provides a secure and competitive business environment while ensuring consumer protection and maintaining complete and accurate registers of prescribed life events occurring in South Australia. Consumer and Business Services is the amalgamation of the Office of the Liquor and Gambling Commissioner and the Office of Consumer and Business Affairs. Consumer and Business Services encompasses the following units.

The Office for Consumer and Business Affairs regulates consumer markets to ensure quality of products and services and to maintain fair competition and also has responsibility for business and occupational licensing.

The Office of the Liquor and Gambling Commissioner regulates liquor, gambling, trade promotion and fundraiser lotteries and charity industries to ensure that activities, products and services are provided by those industries in a fair and responsible manner, minimising harm and reflecting community values and expectations.

The Residential Tenancies Tribunal has jurisdiction to hear disputes that arise under the provisions of the Residential Tenancies Act 1995, the Retirement Villages Act 1987 and the Residential Parks Act 2007. Applications to the Residential Tenancies Tribunal are made by landlords, tenants, interested parties, rooming house proprietors or residents, administering authorities or retirement village residents, and by park owners and residents of residential parks.

ORGANISATIONAL PERFORMANCE DIVISION
The Organisational Performance Division has responsibility for the corporate and strategic policy and planning functions of the Department. Its work encompasses the IT, financial, human resources, audit, project management, and other key corporate areas ‐ both as support units and as leaders for significant programs. The division leads the development of corporate policies, standards and frameworks that improve the

Department’s capability and effectiveness and assists in transforming AGD into a high‐performing organisation.
Organisational Performance encompasses the following units.

Business and Financial Services provides advisory and support services in financial and budget management, accounting management and reporting to assist departmental and Justice portfolio agencies in meeting their objectives and responsibilities. The section also provides administrative, Justice of the Peace, freedom of information, library services and records management advice for the Department.

Business Operations provides strategic procurement and contract management, strategic asset management, accommodation and security services for the Justice portfolio.

Business Solutions provides the support and services necessary to deliver effective, value‐for‐money outcomes from major change initiatives or projects for Justice portfolio agencies.

Customer Service Technology supplies information technology (IT) infrastructure support, web management, IT security management, contract management, whole‐of‐government transition projects and database administration for the Department.

Justice Technology Services provides planning and application services, applications architecture, technology planning, infrastructure services and IT security and audit services for agencies across the Justice portfolio.

Policy, Internal Audit and Risk Services is an independent assurance and consulting audit and risk function that provides objective and systematic analysis, advice and recommendations on the effectiveness of risk management, control and governance processes.

The Policy and Research Unit undertakes research, develops policy and provides advice in priority areas identified by the Attorney‐General and the Chief Executive, including Aboriginal justice and crime prevention. The branch monitors national and international criminal justice initiatives and issues in priority areas. It also administers the Crime Prevention and Community Safety Grants program and the Community Legal Services program.

Program and Planning delivers business and executive services that establish a planned, consistent and cohesive approach to the way the division conducts its business, manages its resources and reports on performance. It also manages discrete projects in relation to business planning and improvement for client agencies.

Public Safety Communications delivers projects to meet the core information and communications systems and services needs of police, ambulance and emergency services.

The Strategic Communications Group provides strategic communications advice and expertise, including corporate communications, marketing and business development, media and public relations, community engagement, and interactive and visual communications.

Strategic Human Resources provides a human resource consultancy service to business units within the Department. This includes policy development, recruitment and selection, training and development, occupational health, safety and welfare, rehabilitation of injured workers, employee relations, workforce planning and reporting, equal opportunity initiatives and conditions of employment. It also provides strategic assistance across the Justice portfolio to meet corporate targets and reform objectives.

The Strategic Planning and Crime Statistics Branch comprises the Strategic Planning and Reporting Unit and the Office of Crime Statistics and Research. The Strategic Planning and Reporting Unit develops and monitors strategic plans for the Justice portfolio and AGD, including reporting on the Justice portfolio’s contributions to South Australia’s Strategic Plan. The Office of Crime Statistics and Research undertakes monitoring, research and evaluation into crime and the criminal justice system, provides an evidence base for criminal justice policy development and improved public understanding of crime and justice issues.

LEGAL SERVICES GROUP
The Legal Services group accommodates AGD legal entities to provide legal administrative, civil, prosecutorial and legislative services. The Legal Services group encompasses the following units.

The Crown Solicitor’s Office, through the Attorney‐General, provides legal services to government Ministers, agencies and departments, including legal advice, representation before courts and tribunals, negotiating of commercial contracts, drafting and production of legal documents, counsel for the conduct of summary prosecutions and Magistrate’s appeals, native title claims management, land conveyancing, and investigation services.

Forensic Science SA (FSSA) provides independent and timely scientific and pathological services to the justice system for the benefit of the South Australian community.

Legislation and Legal Policy Section provides specialist legal policy advice and develops and reviews proposals affecting legislation for which the Attorney‐General is responsible. The section also supports the Attorney‐ General's participation in ministerial councils and representation on intra‐departmental, inter‐departmental and intergovernmental committees.

The Native Title Claim Resolution Unit resolves native title claims by agreement with native title claim groups and other interested parties – if possible without going to trial. The Native Title Section, Crown Solicitor’s Office provides legal advice to government agencies about native title and other Aboriginal matters.

The Office of the Director of Public Prosecutions prosecutes serious indictable crime on behalf of the people of

South Australia. It also restrains and confiscates assets used in or derived from criminal activity.

Office of Parliamentary Counsel provides a specialist legislative drafting, information and publication service for the Government and Parliament.

The Solicitor‐General is a statutory officer appointed by the Governor and is the State’s second legal officer after the Attorney‐General. The Solicitor‐General represents the Crown in civil proceedings and provides independent, high‐level advice to the Attorney‐General. Departmental staff support the Solicitor‐General in this work.

In 2010‐11, the Attorney‐General’s Department (AGD) directly contributed to a raft of South Australia’s Strategic Plan (SASP) targets and was the lead agency for eight. This reflects the diversity of the agencies that make up the Department.

The AGD Strategic Plan 2008‐10 was utilised to align the Department’s work with SASP and the priorities of government. The goals of the AGD Strategic Plan goals are:

         Community Wellbeing

         Access to Justice and to Services

         Organisational Capability.

These goals provide the framework for presenting the 2010‐11 highlighted achievements for the Department following in this report. Many of the Department’s most far‐reaching initiatives deliver outcomes in more than one goal or priority area.

Due to the size and complexity of AGD’s work, it is impossible to reflect the entire contribution that the

Department made to South Australia.

Special note should be given to the Department’s corporate services and functions. Without their tireless support, the Department’s program areas would not have been able to deliver such positive outcomes for the South Australian community.

The Attorney‐General’s Department (AGD) is committed to improving the safety and wellbeing of all South Australians. It promotes cultural diversity and equality. It encourages all citizens to make informed choices. It raises public awareness of issues affecting the community to ensure the protection of the most vulnerable in our society.

The definition of community wellbeing is by nature all‐encompassing. For AGD a number of themes are recurrent: personal and communal safety, crime prevention and early intervention, social inclusion, equity, and access, and participation and community capacity. Fair and accessible justice outcomes are also significant contributors to community wellbeing. These are addressed in Goal 2: Access to Justice and Services.

All agencies and business units within AGD contributed to the goal of community wellbeing. In 2010‐11, the

Department contributed to community wellbeing in four priority areas:

         ensuring public safety

         promoting diversity and social inclusion

         enabling the public to make informed decisions

         protecting and supporting vulnerable people, including victims and witnesses.

ENSURING PUBLIC SAFETY
Public safety is central to all AGD services and activities. Public safety was addressed in business units across the Department through both prevention and response approaches in areas such as family safety, crime prevention and early intervention, emergency management, occupational health, safety and welfare, and consumer protection.

A component of the South Australian Government’s 2010 Safer Streets ‐ Community Safety election policy was to establish the State’s first community court. AGD commenced the Community Court Project within the City of Onkaparinga Council area in Adelaide’s southern suburbs. The court will innovatively handle lower‐level
criminal matters through strong case management, a focus on finding both appropriate punishments and
interventions for offenders, while actively engaging the community in crime reduction initiatives.

The $13 million community court model will be developed through an assessment of community needs and the mechanisms available to enable the justice system to work with the community to solve local problems. In keeping with the ethos of the project, extensive community consultation has taken place: with around
530 people involved in direct meetings, a community survey completed by more than 350 local people, and a
community forum held in June 2011. It is expected, in line with community expectations, that the court will focus on anti‐social behaviour, such as property damage (including graffiti and vandalism), driving offences, drug offences, trespass, and disorderly behaviour.

In mid‐2010, the Port Augusta Prison developed a pilot intervention program, known as the Sierra Program, to reduce the rate of recidivism of young offenders aged 18 to 23 years who had more than six months left on their custodial sentence. The Office for Youth identified the program as an opportunity to deliver the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award to a group of young people that had not traditionally been involved in the award. This was

supported by international evidence that participation in the award can contribute to reducing the re‐offending
rates of young people. Funding of $35,000 was provided to assist with the purchase of equipment and support staff. The program commenced in August 2010 with an initial 18 participants and concluded in February 2011 with a formal award ceremony at the prison for 13 of the young people who completed the program.

The Bail Improvement Project, led by the Organisational Performance Division (OPD), has improved the information available to bail authorities within South Australia Police (SAPOL) and the courts when they are required to determine whether to grant or refuse bail, or make any subsequent variations to it. SAPOL and the courts can now access a consolidated view of current and past bail agreements for a single person across courts, jurisdictions, and agencies. The improved decision‐making ability of bail authorities will reduce the

incidence of conflicting bail conditions between agreements and of wrongful arrest or release because of inconsistent bail information. Case management will also improve, with the Department for Correctional Services and Families SA having a better understanding of the conditions of a bail agreement and any supervision obligations. Importantly, people on bail will more clearly understand the conditions of their agreement and of their personal obligations.

Work to implement the Offender Management Plan Pilot continued. Under this plan, police, community corrections and social services staff worked with other agencies to assess and manage the risks posed by violent and sexual offenders living within the South Australian community. In 2010‐11, the Justice Portfolio Leadership Council approved the trial of the plan that joins two streams of service delivery – offender rehabilitation and targeted law enforcement.

Grants were provided by a number of AGD units to support groups, associations and stakeholders to assist them in providing justice services to their communities. The ongoing Crime Prevention and Community Safety Grants provided $600,000 to a range of local projects aimed at reducing or preventing crime in the community. The 2010‐11 Anti‐Violence Community Awareness Grants included funding to organisations that work with groups that are unlikely to be reached through a mainstream community education campaign, such as programs for young people with a disability.

The Director of Public Prosecutions and the dedicated staff of his office continued to handle the prosecution of all major indictable offences allegedly committed in South Australia. The number of matters prosecuted by the office has continued to rise as a result of the Government's commitment to public safety and the associated increase in police numbers and amendments to the criminal law.

Consumer and Business Services, together with other state and territory product safety regulators, worked with the Australian Competition and Consumer Commission (ACCC) to develop and implement a national product safety inspection and testing program. Market surveillance was undertaken during the July to December 2010 period. The program was devised by the ACCC, with input from state and territory regulators on which products would be surveyed. Products targeted in 2010‐11 included prams, cots and bicycles.

Public safety was also supported by AGD through the provision of important emergency management infrastructure and support.

The South Australian Government Radio Network (SAGRN) provides radio communications services to the state’s police, ambulance, emergency and essential services. It is one of the largest public safety networks in the world. OPD took over management of the network and its $154 million next‐generation upgrade in May

2010. In its first full year of management, the division introduced most of stage one of the upgrade, resulting in
significant improvements in the network’s reliability and resilience. During the year Cabinet agreed to an accelerated timetable for the overall upgrade, with the project expected to be completed by the end of

2014‐15.

The South Australian Computer‐Aided Dispatch (SACAD) project is a multi‐year, $40 million project that will improve the information and support to emergency services to help them respond quickly and effectively to people at risk. In 2010‐11, OPD ‐ which has lead responsibility for implementation of the project ‐ worked with emergency service agencies to finalise the majority of the infrastructure and training required for better, faster services. Among other things, SACAD incorporates technology that allows emergency services to locate people who are at risk but are unaware of their location. SACAD is also revising the business processes between services to ensure a coordinated response to emergency situations. The project is expected to be largely finalised in 2011‐12.

PROMOTING DIVERSITY AND SOCIAL INCLUSION
Valuing and recognising diversity is essential to promoting social inclusion and equality in South Australia. AGD has whole‐of‐government policy responsibility for a number of identified groups. In addition, it contributes to whole‐of‐government social inclusion objectives.

Aboriginal Australians have served with distinction in Australia’s armed forces, but have sadly received very little recognition for their contribution. Most poignantly, in earlier times Aboriginal people were banned from

enlisting, causing many to deny their Aboriginality in order to serve. As a result, the national record of Aboriginal men and women who served does not reflect an accurate picture and due recognition has not been awarded. In 2010‐11, Veterans SA established a Register of Aboriginal Veterans of South Australia to rectify this inequity, with completion of the register expected in time for the Centenary of ANZAC in 2015.

Veterans SA participated in honouring Aboriginal veterans at the fifth annual Aboriginal Veterans’ Commemorative Service in May 2011, at the South Australian National War Memorial. More than 300 people attended the service, including Aboriginal veterans from five of Australia’s most recent conflicts ‐ World War II, Korea, Malaya, Vietnam and Afghanistan. Additionally, Veterans SA contributed funding to support Reconciliation SA to produce the DVD For Love of Country commemorating the military service of South Australia’s Aboriginal veterans.

In late 2010, the Minister for Multicultural Affairs established a Taskforce on Religious Diversity. The taskforce released its report, Strengthening Religious Diversity and Harmony in South Australia, in February 2011. The report contained 16 recommendations for the government, private and not‐for‐profit sectors, to support:

         respect for and celebration of religious diversity

         full access for those of all religious beliefs to the economic, social and cultural life of South

Australia
         reduction in discrimination in relation to religious belief and practice

         access to and protection of rights in relation to religious belief.

In responding to the report and to meet these objectives, three key themes for action have been identified: education and awareness, rights protection, and community engagement and participation. Multicultural SA is now working with government and the community to respond to these recommendations.

In order to tackle age discrimination against mature‐aged workers, the Equal Opportunity Commission (EOC) partnered with Safework SA’s Worklife Balance Strategy to deliver the Age Matters project. Age Matters recognises, as shown in the Age Discrimination Survey 2010, that discrimination against mature‐aged employees continues to be a significant issue in South Australia, affecting areas such as recruitment, pressure for early retirement, promotions, and training opportunities. SafeWork SA and the EOC received funding from the Office for the Ageing (now Disability Ageing and Carers) to run the project which provides:

         written resources to assist employers and employees

         short videos to be used as training and awareness‐raising tools

         a training module to be used by employers.

To improve outcomes from the conciliation process in equal opportunity matters, the EOC, in conjunction with Short Focus Films, produced a six‐minute short film on the process. The mock conciliation portrayed in the film helps parties to understand conciliation, aims to relieve some of the stress and diminish misconceptions associated with the process, and demonstrate the different options or outcomes that are possible. The film is available in DVD form and on the EOC's website.

The Aboriginal Power Cup (APC) has continued to achieve great results, promoting diversity and addressing a number of social issues. In its fourth year, the APC continued to target Aboriginal teenagers as part of a school retention program. In 2011, the event attracted 287 young Aboriginal boys and girls from schools across South Australia. Seventy per cent of students completed a South Australian Certificate of Education (SACE) integrated learning unit. In total, ninety one per cent of the participants went on to complete SACE Stage 1 and nine per cent of the students went on to complete SACE Stage 2.

Veterans SA worked with the Office for Recreation and Sport, Crown Solicitor’s Office and the South Australian Women's Memorial Playing Fields Trust to determine the most appropriate option to secure the long‐term future of the fields, which recognise the contributions of women veterans, at St Marys beyond the present lease, which expires 30 June 2029.

In addition to recognition and activities to reduce legal and other discrimination, the Department undertook policies and programs to increase community capacity and participation.

In November 2010, the Minister for Youth released youthconnect South Australia’s Youth Strategy 2010‐2014. Developed by the Office for Youth as the new whole‐of‐government strategy for young people aged between

12 and 25 years, it provides the strategic direction for the development and delivery of youth policy, programs and services in South Australia. It communicates a shared vision for South Australia’s young people, and guiding service delivery principles, that were developed in consultation with young people, government agencies and non‐government service providers. youthconnect commits to delivering better outcomes for young people through a comprehensive action plan with a focus on four key areas:

         health and wellbeing

         education, employment and skill development

         engagement and participation

         better connections across the service system.

To support the implementation of youthconnect a new grant program was established. The youthconnect grants replaced the Targeted Youth Grants and featured increased funding for projects that deliver outcomes against the four key priorities of youthconnect. Sixteen projects, totalling close to $600 000, were funded, including a project supporting 25 young carers to receive one‐to‐one home tutoring and a project providing positive mentoring support for 18 young people whose parents are in prison.

A key action from youthconnect was the Office for Youth Body Image Summit held on 14 April 2011 at Parliament House. The aim of the summit was to gather the thoughts and concerns of young people about body image. The 58 young people who attended the summit were also asked to propose ideas on how young people could be supported to develop a positive body image. A survey was undertaken prior to the summit with 344 young people participating. The key ideas from the summit and the results of the survey contributed to the development of a report which will be provided to a range of government and non‐government organisations in 2011.

The State Government, through the Office for Volunteers, recognises the significant and valuable work of the volunteers in our community as well as the challenges surrounding recruitment and retention. To help mark the tenth anniversary of the International Year of Volunteers, in 2011 the $150,000 Volunteer Support Fund

was broadened to enable communities to apply for grants of up to $3,000 to host volunteer‐recognition events
on or around International Volunteers Day. These grants aimed to increase participation and retention of volunteers, as well as build the capacity of volunteering organisations.

South Australia’s ageing population has meant that the volunteer base is getting older, while the demand for volunteers has continued to grow. To help address this, the Minister for Volunteers launched a new Youth Volunteer Scholarship Award to help recognise and support young volunteers. Recipients of the scholarship received up to $3,000 to help them attend their chosen field of study at university, TAFE or a vocational college. The new program aims to attract young people to volunteering and build and retain a new generation of volunteers.

The State Volunteer Congress is an annual event for volunteers and volunteering organisations. The December

2010 congress, themed Marketing Volunteering: Are We Selling the Unsellable?, attracted a record number of
registrations, totalling more than 450. These annual events are a valuable tool in assisting volunteers and volunteer agencies to learn about the latest trends in the sector while also building and extending their network of contacts.

Partnering with the Department of Further Education, Employment, Science and Technology and the Department of Education and Children's Services on Women at Work, the Office for Women developed a promotional campaign to encourage women to access training in high‐demand, non‐traditional industries such as mining, defence and construction. A number of programs successfully commenced under the Women at Work Campaign, including Constructing Roads to a Bright Future, a pre‐employment program for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander men and women run through the Mining, Energy and Engineering Academy.

The Office for Recreation and Sport (ORS) played a key role in the development of the South Australian Aquatic and Leisure Centre that opened in April 2011. The centre was built to international FINA standards and enables South Australia to host world‐class swimming, diving and water polo events including the Australian Short Course Swimming Championships held in July 2011, and the 2012 Olympic swimming trials to be held in March

2012. The facility includes a 50‐metre competition swimming pool, a diving and water polo pool, and 1,000 square metres of leisure and recreational water, including two water slides, fully accessible leisure and play pools, a community fitness centre, and an elite South Australian Sports Institute training centre with a separate dry land training centre.

ORS also undertook an upgrade of Santos Stadium, South Australia’s premier athletic stadium. Announced by the Minister for Recreation, Sport and Racing, the upgrade saw the installation of a world‐class replacement track, new long‐ and triple‐jump facilities, and the replacement of non‐competition grass areas with synthetic grass to reduce water use. Work was completed in March 2011. At a project cost of $2.4 million, the upgrade has been a significant contribution to the State’s athletes.

ENABLING THE PUBLIC TO MAKE INFORMED DECISIONS
An important element in both community capacity and individual rights is the ability to make informed decisions.

A new project in the Office of the Public Advocate (OPA) supported eight clients with a mental disability to make their own decisions. The Supported Decision‐Making Project provides an alternative to guardianship for adults with an intellectual disability, autism, brain injury or brain disease. Under the trial project, the OPA clients selected a person, or persons, in their life to gather information and lay out different options on decisions such as health, accommodation, or lifestyle choices. However, the ultimate decision remains in the power of the client. Over the two years of the project, OPA aims to trial the concept with 40 clients.

In 2010, the Equal Opportunity Commission began the redevelopment of the EO4Schools website. This separate site for school students and teachers provides education about discrimination and human rights

issues relevant to young people, and assists teachers in incorporating discrimination topics into the curriculum. The result is a more visually appealing site that is modern, accessible, relevant, accurate, informative and engaging. Officially relaunched in December 2010, the site attracted 22,000 visits by June 2011, a significant increase from the 10,000 visits recorded per year since it was first launched in 2006.

In 2010‐11, the Commissioner for Victims’ Rights collaborated with other statutory authorities and rights protection agencies to co‐produce the Your Right to be Heard publication, to raise citizens’ awareness about protecting their rights. This is a significant initiative to create a one‐stop‐shop approach for citizens with grievances or complaints who are unsure of the appropriate agency to contact. The work spearheads planning for the organisations to jointly promote themselves both in Adelaide and in regional South Australia.

Ombudsman SA continued to raise awareness amongst the community. Staff visited homeless centres, community groups, and remote regional councils to provide education and awareness of the office and the Ombudsman’s power to investigate complaints regarding South Australian Government and local government agencies, as well as to conduct freedom of information reviews.

The Guardianship Board developed a Visiting the Guardianship Board video, to ease clients through what can be a daunting process. Featured on the Guardianship Board website, the video familiarises clients with the process and facilities.

The Police Complaints Authority (PCA) began working closely with non‐government organisations that provide support services to marginalised, homeless, and vulnerable or disadvantaged members of Adelaide’s central business district. Through establishing a closer, more collaborative working relationship, the PCA gained a clearer picture about what interactions these vulnerable community members are having with SAPOL. The information was used to educate these groups about the independence of the PCA and its role and function, to ensure awareness of their rights, and to understand the remedies available should these rights be impinged.

PROTECTING AND SUPPORTING VULNERABLE PEOPLE, INCLUDING VICTIMS AND WITNESSES
Protecting and supporting all members of the community, particularly vulnerable people, continued to be a high priority for AGD.

As a result of applications made by the Office of the Director of Public Prosecutions pursuant to the Criminal Assets Confiscations Act 2005, $2,219,598 was deposited into the Victims of Crime Fund for the financial year ending 30 June 2011. This was almost two‐and‐a‐half times the $924,728 deposited the previous year.

The Witness Assistance Service of the Office of the Director of Public Prosecutions provided services to 1,025 witnesses or victims of crime, including 2,165 separate face‐to‐face activities.

On the national front, AGD and the Commissioner for Victims’ Rights continued to partner with the New South Wales Attorney‐General’s Department and NSW Victim Services to lead the production of a report on a federal charter on victims' rights and guidelines for a national approach to victim assistance.  This important initiative is currently being prepared by a working group appointed by the Standing Committee of Attorneys‐General (SCAG), with work continuing into 2011‐12.

A raft of programs and initiatives in 2010‐11 sought to address a particular focus of the Department: family, women’s and children’s safety.

As part of the Women’s Safety Strategy, the Don’t Cross the Line Anti‐Violence Community Awareness Campaign provides grants for organisations that work with groups that are unlikely to be reached through a mainstream community education campaign. In 2010‐11 the $30,000 grant program, managed by the Office for Women, focused on young people with disabilities. Funding was also provided to the Coalition for Men Supporting Non‐Violence to promote White Ribbon Day and undertake awareness‐raising campaigns and educational activities.

In an initiative under the Women's Safety Strategy, a new position was appointed to the State Coroner's Office to research and investigate domestic and family violence‐related deaths. The Office for Women and the Coroner’s Office partnered to establish the position aimed at identifying systemic improvements and facilitating inter‐agency approaches to assist in the prevention of further deaths. To date, there have been two coronial inquests conducted with the officer included as a member of the investigation and inquest team. The Deputy State Coroner released a preliminary finding for one of these recommending that the Family Safety Framework be expanded to the Murray Mallee region. If approved, the framework will be rolled out to the Murray Bridge and Berri policing areas in 2011‐12.

AGD collaborated in cross‐agency preparation throughout the year to implement two Acts passed in December

2009 dealing with the restraint of violence and abuse. The Statutes Amendment (Children’s Protection) Act
2009, enacted in response to the Mullighan Commission of Inquiry into Children in State Care, established new offences of harbouring runaway children and a new kind of restraining order designed to prevent adults from exploiting them (a child protection restraining order). It commenced in August 2010.

The Intervention Orders (Prevention of Abuse) Act 2009 establishes new laws for the restraint of domestic and personal violence that allow SAPOL to immediately remove offenders and call in other support services, without the delay of a court process. In 2010‐11, OPD led a collaborative approach with agencies such as SAPOL, the Courts Administration Authority, the Department of Correctional Services, and the Department of Families and Communities to progress the detailed analysis, planning and preparations necessary to be ready to support the introduction of the new legislation in December 2011.

In October 2009, Cabinet approved a strategy for managing claims from children allegedly sexually abused whilst in state care. The strategy included the purchase and implementation of litigation support software which enables large quantities of documentation to be scanned, categorised and retrieved. The Litigation Support System, put in place in October 2010, significantly improved the Crown Solicitor’s Office’s (CSO) capacity to manage major and complex litigation matters on behalf of the State and to comply with court orders relating to document disclosure. This system is now being used for all major and complex litigation matters within the CSO.

ORS continued to deliver Child Safe Officer courses around South Australia to help clubs recognise the requirements for a child‐safe environment. The course assists recreation and sporting organisations to meet the expectations and legislative requirements since changes to the Child Protection Act 1993 were passed, the responsibilities associated with mandated reporting, and what clubs need to do to comply with government regulations.

During the year, the Office for Youth developed the Good Practice Guidelines for Supporting Young People who are Homeless. The guidelines, launched on Youth Homelessness Matters Day in April 2011 by the Minister for Youth, strengthened services provided to young people experiencing homelessness so they can receive consistent, high‐quality service informed by good practice standards. The guidelines also reduce secondary victimisation by improving coordination between agencies and young people who are homeless or at risk of homelessness.

The Office of the Public Advocate (OPA) began working with government and non‐government justice, health and community service providers to develop a joint approach to preventing and responding to the abuse of vulnerable adults over 65 years of age. Beginning in January 2011, OPA consulted with approximately 100 practitioners and managers who work for local service providers to design and recommended policy and protocols for collaboration and information sharing amongst service providers.

OPA also initiated a new internal procedure that is used to assess the necessity of physical and pharmacological restraint used on clients who have a disability, with the aim of minimising the use of such restrictive practices. Before guardian consent is given to a restrictive practice, professionals and care workers are asked to provide copies of assessments and behaviour support plans and asked to confirm that all necessary approvals have

been obtained within their organisations to invoke that practice.

In a practical step to create fairer access to justice services, the Guardianship Board held its first hearings in the Anangu Pitjantjatjara Yankunytjatjara (APY) Lands in 2009‐10. The visits to the APY Lands for a one‐week period per year have continued into 2010‐11 and will be maintained into the future, delivering services at health centres located at Iwantja (Indulkana), Mimili, Kaltjiti (Fregon), Pukatja (Ernabella), Amata, Pipalyatjara, and Watarru. As a result of this initiative, patients, their families, health professionals and other community members have been able to attend hearings to obtain community treatment orders, enabling health workers

to administer appropriate care.
To enable victims to be protected, as far as practicable, from unnecessary contact with alleged offenders and defence witnesses during the course of trials and in court proceedings, victims’ waiting rooms were established to offer victims a place of refuge during court proceedings. The Commissioner for Victims’ Rights secured new digital televisions for each of the Courts Administration Authority witness waiting rooms and the regional and Adelaide offices of the Victim Support Service to relieve the stress of waiting and court appearances. The technology also allows victim assistance providers, such as the Office of the Director of Public Prosecutions’ Witness Assistance Service, to familiarise witnesses with giving evidence and court procedure.

The Office of the Employee Ombudsman (OEO) worked towards ensuring that employers and employees are aware of their rights and obligations to maintain safe working arrangements and environments for home‐based work. Working with Flinders University and the University of Sydney to secure an $800,000 linkage grant, the OEO committed the Australian Research Council grant to research the occupational health, safety and welfare issues faced by home‐based workers in South Australia. The research is funded to continue over the next three years.

CHAPTER 3:2 ACCESS TO JUSTICE AND SERVICES
The Attorney‐General’s Department (AGD) ensures that the public has access to just and fair services. It aims to increase customer satisfaction by providing high‐quality and equitable services and to improve public confidence in South Australia’s civil and criminal justice systems through effective services, including legislative reform.

This goal reflects the objectives of the Department’s legal and legislative work, including its provision of rights protection services, as well as the customer focus of its business, consumer, and licensing role.

In 2010‐11, the Department sought to further improve the South Australian community’s access to justice and services by:

         providing fair and equitable customer service

         eliminating avoidable delays

         making effective criminal and civil laws.

PROVIDING FAIR AND EQUITABLE CUSTOMER SERVICE
In 2010‐11, AGD continued to provide and improve services to meet the needs of the varied communities in the State.

The public private partnership agreement for the procurement of the new Royal Adelaide Hospital was signed on 20 May 2011, with financial close (when the agreement became unconditional) occurring on 6 June 2011. The Crown Solicitor’s Office (CSO) led the legal team during the procurement phase and throughout contract negotiations and completion. The CSO will continue to provide legal services during the design development, construction and the operation phases.

CSO also worked with SA Water to develop a new alliance‐based contractual regime under which the Allwater Consortium will manage Adelaide’s water and wastewater networks for the next 10 years. This is a critical project for Adelaide and has a value of more than $1 billion. CSO has been instrumental in working with SA Water to develop a robust alliance contract framework and model that will adequately protect the interests of South Australians through higher standards of customer service, efficiency improvements and greater levels of contract transparency.

The Office for Racing provided strategic policy advice to the Minister for Racing on a range of issues affecting the South Australian racing industry, such as on proceedings initiated in the Federal Court by Sportsbet Pty Ltd against the State of South Australia, Thoroughbred Racing SA, Harness Racing SA and Greyhound Racing SA. These proceedings related to amendments to the Authorised Betting Operations Act 2000 concerning the authorisation  of  interstate  betting  operators  to  offer  internet  and  telephone  betting  services  to  persons located in South Australia and the payment of product fees to South Australian racing clubs. This matter has now been resolved and the litigation has been discontinued.   As a result, SA racing clubs are now receiving revenue from Sportsbet.

In addition the office provided advice on a proposal, supported by the South Australian Government, to make it illegal for telecommunication service providers to facilitate the transactions of a bet with a wagering service provider that is not authorised and to prevent financial institutions from processing betting transactions with a wagering service unless authorised. The matter was considered at the COAG Select Council on Gambling.

Ensuring traders comply with the law assists in protecting consumer rights.   In 2010‐11, the Consumer and Business Services Division continued to enforce the fair trading law actively investigating alleged breaches of legislation  that  come  under  the  responsibility  of  the  Commissioner  for  Consumer  Affairs.  The  Office  of Consumer and Business Affairs’ (OCBA) monitoring of industry resulted in:
         166 expiation fines being issued

         33 persons or traders prosecuted as a result of unlawful and improper conduct

         30 matters referred to the CSO for appropriate legal action.

Clients of the Public Trustee saw improved service through the new Client Financial Statement Policy. Under the policy, the frequency of the distribution of client statements was increased to quarterly from the previous six‐month practice. The format of financial statements is also being reviewed and a more user‐friendly version will be released to clients during 2011‐12.

The Office for Women continued to build upon services offered to local communities. In 2011 it expanded the work of the Family Safety Framework, with family safety meetings now being held in eight regions throughout South Australia. As well as the initial sites at Holden Hill, Noarlunga and Port Augusta, meetings are now also held in Elizabeth, Port Adelaide, Port Pirie, Sturt and the Adelaide Eastern region. The framework program provides action‐based, integrated service responses to families experiencing domestic violence and who are at high risk of serious injury or death.

Aboriginal communities, the Office of the Liquor and Gambling Commissioner (OLGC), local councils, SAPOL and health services are represented on liquor licence accords and alcohol‐management groups in regional areas. These groups work together to identify and implement strategies to minimise the risk of alcohol‐related harm, including restrictions on alcohol sales and the provision of health and community services. OLGC provides specialist advice and assistance in relation to the interpretation of liquor licensing legislation and the

imposition of conditions on liquor licences designed to give effect to the decisions of these accords and management groups.

During the year AGD launched an online Disability Awareness and Communication training package. The package was designed to provide all staff with the opportunity to develop a greater understanding of the issues surrounding access and communication for people with varying types and levels of disability, whether they be clients, customers or colleagues. The training is mandatory for all new staff.

In 2010‐11, the Organisational Performance Division (OPD) worked to improve the State Rescue Helicopter Service. The service, coordinated by OPD, is used for emergency aid statewide by SAPOL, the Country Fire Service (CFS), SA Health and the SA Ambulance Service (SAAS). Among other things, the division developed a training DVD for CFS officers who contribute to the service by establishing safe, secure landing sites during emergency response missions by the helicopters.

The South Australian Health Practitioners Tribunal (SAHPT) commenced in July 2010 and was co‐located with the Industrial Relations Court. It shares the court’s accommodation and administrative and registry services

and systems. The SAHPT is established under the Health Practitioner Regulation National Law (South Australia)
Act 2010 as an independent tribunal within the new, national health practitioners’ regulation scheme and gains significant cost and effectiveness advantages from being associated with an existing, like tribunal.

South Australian legislation confers many and varied forms of merits review on a wide array of decision‐making bodies, including specialist tribunals and boards, the Ombudsman SA, the Magistrates Court, and the Administrative and Disciplinary Division of the District Court. In 2010‐11, the Attorney‐General commissioned a review from AGD of these civil and administrative review processes, with the aim of consolidating many of these into a single body or tribunal, improving access to justice and delivering better decision‐making for the public. An announcement on pursuing this reform is expected in 2011‐12.
ELIMINATING AVOIDABLE DELAYS
Steps were taken during the year to reduce delays in courts and in complaint‐handling processes.

Case conferencing takes place prior to committal and aims to reach early settlement of matters through a round table process, thus relieving reducing the load on courts. Case conferencing was extended in 2010‐11 to the Holden Hill Magistrates Court and is expected to further reduce court delays.

The Justice Video Conferencing project continued under the management of OPD. It allows remote experts and witnesses to use video conferencing as a mechanism to testify and has thus reduced court delays. Video conferencing has improved public safety by reducing the need to transfer prisoners from correctional facilities

to the courts and by protecting vulnerable witnesses who may not wish to face the accused in open court. Once completed in 2011‐12, the project will have established video conferencing at 74 justice sites.

The Attorney‐General introduced the Criminal Law (Sentencing) (Sentencing Considerations) Bill 2011 in March

2011. The Bill aims to bring transparency to a new system of sentence discounts for offenders who offer an early guilty plea and will significantly alleviate court delays. Formulation of the Bill followed lengthy consultation with state and national legal services, judicial authorities, non‐government organisations, victim support organisations and police.

The Resolve complaints‐handling and data‐tracking software system was modified by OPD for use by a broader range of business units within AGD. Already used to track and efficiently respond to complaints and track data within Ombudsman SA, the Office for Women, and the Police Complaints Authority, in 2010‐11 the system was extended to the WorkCover Ombudsman and the Equal Opportunity Commission. For the WorkCover Ombudsman, the system allowed for better handling of the 1,594 requests for assistance and the 165 formal complaints received during the year.

In 2009‐10 a review process was undertaken by the Guardianship Board, and in 2010‐11, better service outcomes for a number of the State’s most vulnerable people were realised. As a result of the review, all guardianship and administration applications are generally now heard within 14 days. This successfully reduced the average number of hospital days for mentally incapacitated people, ensuring that vulnerable people who are kept in acute hospital beds awaiting their hearing, are now moved to aged care facilities more expediently.

The Equal Opportunity Commission in 2010‐11 achieved a reduction in complaint resolution times, with 72 per cent of all accepted complaints resolved within four months ‐ a 10 per cent improvement on 2009‐10. Overall,

90 per cent of accepted complaints were resolved within six months.
Forensic Science SA (FSSA) moved closer to developing new efficiencies in DNA profiling to meet growing demands for speedy DNA testing and forensic services. Taking the lead on a national project, the software in development, called DyNAmix, identifies DNA profiles at a crime scene and calculates the probability that a suspect’s DNA is present. FSSA also worked with SAPOL and ODPP to improve how evidence is collected and analysed in illicit drug and clandestine laboratory cases. In 2010‐11, a backlog of 300 illicit drug cases, being processed at one time, was reduced to 100 cases by May 2011. FSSA also worked closely with SAPOL to instigate rigorous triage policies to guide sample submission and prioritisation.

MAKING EFFECTIVE CIVIL AND CRIMINAL LAWS
The development and application of effective civil and criminal laws were priorities for a majority of the

Department’s units in 2010‐11.

The Department continued to liaise with parties to achieve Aboriginal land claim settlements through the Crown Solicitor’s Office ‐ Native Title Section and Native Title Claim Resolution Unit (NTCRU). The Antakirinja Matu‐Yankunytjatjara people received recognition of their native title rights in the Federal Court in May 2011, over 78,672 square kilometres in the State’s far north. Their claim, first lodged in 1995, is South Australia’s fifth native title determination. An Indigenous Land Use Agreement (ILUA) for the transfer of the Breakaways Reserve and adjacent land to those native title holders, to be converted into a co‐managed national park, was also signed by the State and the native title holders.

In 2010‐11, a further three native title claims were lodged and the negotiation of these and pre‐existing claims continues. There are now 25 native title claims lodged in South Australia. Several are nearing resolution and are expected to be concluded at the end of 2011, early 2012. Additionally, some 23 pastoral ILUAs were signed

over the reporting period. These ILUAs are agreements between pastoralists and Indigenous groups (and the State) and regularise access for traditional purposes and protection of heritage areas. Most of these ILUAs were located in the Antakirinja Matu‐Yankunytjatjara native title area.

In addition, the State entered into a mineral exploration ILUA as well as an ILUA for co‐management of the

Flinders Ranges National Park with Adnyamathanha native title holders.
Work progressed on legislation to improve the operation and effectiveness of South Australia’s public integrity system.  Following the Attorney‐General's review of South Australian public integrity institutions, a discussion

paper was released for public consultation in November 2010. Entitled An integrated model: A review of the public integrity institution in South Australia and an integrated model for the future, the paper

made 31 recommendations proposing changes to the existing public integrity institutions in South Australia. Central to those recommendations was the proposal for the establishment of an independent Commissioner for Public Integrity and an Office for Public Integrity.  The closing date for submissions was 25

March 2011. Those submissions were critically reviewed by the Attorney‐General with a view to refining the preferred public integrity model.

In December 2010, the Attorney‐General announced that South Australia would establish a Law Reform Institute. AGD worked in collaboration with the Law Society and the University of Adelaide to establish the institute. Its aims will be to help modernise, simplify and consolidate laws and the administration of justice within the State. In addition, the institute will consider the repeal of laws that do not presently, or in the future, meet the needs of the community. It will work with law reform agencies from other states and territories on proposals to reform laws in other jurisdictions and the Commonwealth.

In September 2009, the Chief Executive approved the creation of the Crown Counsel Section within the Department, following a significant consultation process. The section is responsible for the conduct of the State’s major civil, commercial and other general litigation and provides advice and guidance to other legal officers. The Crown Advocate, Mr Michael Evans QC, was appointed for a term of five years, commencing on

15 November 2010.

On 1 January 2011 the Minister for Consumer Affairs, Gail Gago, announced that the new Australian Consumer Law (ACL) was officially in effect. Under the new law, consumers are provided with a nationally consistent set of rights for the purchase of goods and services. The law covers a wide range of protections, including refunds,

replacements, product safety and lay‐by, and ensures fair contracts, safe products and sound sales practices. In
addition, the ACL also provides for stronger enforcement powers for regulators and tougher penalties for breaches of the law. Pre‐ and post‐introduction, OCBA led an extensive education and awareness campaign for consumers and traders in metropolitan and regional South Australia about their rights and responsibilities under the new law.

Rights for consumers purchasing second‐hand vehicles were strengthened under the Second‐Hand Vehicle Dealers (cooling‐off rights) Amendment Act 2009. The law, which came into effect on 29 November 2010, provides second‐hand vehicle buyers with a two‐day cooling off period when purchasing from a licensed dealer. The law also includes more stringent requirements for dealers and tougher provisions for dodgy ‘back‐ yard’ dealers. OCBA ran an education campaign, from October through December 2010, for consumers and second‐hand vehicle dealers.

Significant work was undertaken to develop and progress the Statutes Amendment (Community and Strata Titles) Bill 2011. The Bill, designed to increase consumer protection for strata and community title unit owners, was released for public consultation and submitted to State Parliament in 2010‐11. Proposed amendments to the laws include:


the requirement for contracts with body corporate managers to be in writing and cover certain matters

         additional information and disclosure rights for owners

         limits on the duration of body corporate management contracts

         the requirement on managers to hold a minimum level of professional indemnity insurance

         an enforcement scheme for by‐law breaches

         establishment of a specialist information and advice service for owners.

Work was undertaken by OLGC to provide stronger protection for people who donate to charities in South Australia. A new code of practice was drafted to improve the regulation of charities through additional transparency provisions.

In April 2011, new legislation was introduced by the Attorney‐General to place restrictions on the tattooing and piercing industry. Under the legislation, people under 18 years are now prohibited from receiving intimate piercings regardless of parental consent. Ear stretching for, and the sale of body modification equipment to,

minors are also banned. In addition, penalties for unlawful procedures are increased to a maximum of $5,000 or 12‐months imprisonment.

The criminal liability of company directors was reviewed against a set of nationally agreed principles. Introduced in March 2011, the Statutes Amendment (Director Liability) Bill 2011, reforms criminal liability provisions applying to company directors as part of a Council of Australian Governments (COAG) commitment.

Tightening legislation, strengthening regulation and improving codes of practice on crimes of violence and anti‐

social behaviour were priorities of AGD in 2010‐11.

Knife‐related crimes were addressed via the Summary Offences (Weapons) Amendment Bill 2010. Introduced in September 2010, the Bill included a number of measures to address crimes by weapon such as the ban on the sale of knives to children under the age of 16 years, and providing for the use of hand‐held metal detectors to allow police to scan for knives in licensed premise and at gazetted public events.

New measures designed to reduce alcohol‐fuelled violence and anti‐social behaviour, and in turn protect licensees and the South Australian community, were proposed in the Liquor Licensing Act Review. In 2010‐11, led by OLGC, two discussion papers were released for consultation outlining proposed amendments to the Act and a new code of practice. The proposals specifically targeted promoting responsible attitudes to liquor consumption, training of staff, and stronger enforcement powers for the Liquor and Gambling Commissioner and Commissioner of Police.

A discussion paper drafted by Policy Planning and Legislation (PPL), addressing possible amendments to deal with online thuggery, was released for consultation in 2011. The paper outlines possible amendments to legislation in order to crackdown on the filming of humiliating or degrading acts without consent, being published online.

PPL also produced a discussion paper regarding strategies to manage and reduce graffiti vandalism. The paper also looked at ways legislation could be refined to combat the crime. Included were possible amendments to the Graffiti Control Act 2001, such as restricting the supply of spray‐paint cans to minors.

Further work was undertaken to reform legislation regarding illicit drugs. The Criminal Assets Confiscation (Prescribed Drug Offender) Amendment Bill 2011 was introduced. The Bill provides for the confiscation of the property of a prescribed drug offender – someone who has been convicted of a commercial drug offence after the commencement of the legislation, or has been convicted of a serious drug offence at least twice within a period of 10 years. The Controlled Substances (Miscellaneous) Amendment Act 2010 was enacted, making it an offence to traffic controlled drugs in or around licensed premises and entertainment venues. The Controlled Substances (Offences Relating to Instructions) Amendment Act 2011 was also introduced. It bans the sale, or supply, of a document containing instructions on how to make illicit drugs.

Driving and motor vehicle offences were revised in 2010, in a state government crackdown on hoons who endanger themselves, their passengers, other road users and pedestrians. The Statutes Amendment (Driving Offences) Act 2010 makes street racing a serious criminal offence in South Australia with a maximum penalty of up to three years in jail and one year’s loss of licence for a basic offence. The law is not, however, limited to racers. People who assist in the staging or promotion of street races are also encompassed in the laws. Additionally, the Summary Offences (Prescribed Motor Vehicles) Amendment Bill 2010 was introduced into Parliament.  That Bill proposes the creation of offences associated with the illegal use on roads or road‐related areas of certain miniature motorbikes, known as monkey bikes or pocket rockets, from being driven on the road.

In April 2011, the Evidence (Discreditable Conduct) Amendment Bill 2011 was introduced into Parliament. The Bill makes major amendments to the Evidence Act 1929 to simplify and clarify the operation of the criminal law in the important and notoriously difficult area of propensity evidence, and evidence of uncharged Acts. In addition, the Commercial Arbitration Bill 2011 was introduced in May 2011 to update the law of commercial arbitration and to bring it into line with the amended United Nations Commission on International Trade Law.

CHAPTER 3:3 ORGANISATIONAL CAPABILITY
The Attorney‐General’s Department (AGD) values its role as a public sector organisation funded by taxpayer dollars. The Department is continuously innovating and developing its operations to ensure its services are effective and efficient in meeting public, business and government needs. To do this, it aims to reduce red tape and embrace and promote diversity within the organisation.

In 2010‐11, the Department sought to improve its organisational capability through:

         investing in people

         supporting the improvement of business processes and systems

         reducing red tape.

INVESTING IN PEOPLE
Fundamental to the Make a Difference change vision is ensuring that both managers and staff are engaged in planning for the future, are committed to a new culture, and have the required capabilities to deliver results. To achieve this, in 2010‐11 organisational development and staff consultation programs were launched.

All staff were invited to participate in the development of the Department’s new, three‐year strategic plan. It is estimated that around 10 per cent of staff, across all business areas and at all levels, contributed to the new plan through a series of workshops and e‐based communication. The new strategy will be launched in
2011‐12.
Departmental executives providing leadership on the change program, working as the Guiding Coalition, collaborated to develop a set of behaviours to underpin AGD’s culture ‐ and its cultural change. Reinforcing the values of the South Australian public sector and the goals of Make a Difference, the Department’s culture will demonstrate behaviours associated with collaboration, accountability, responsibility and engagement (the CARE behaviours). A series of workshops was held across the department to assist AGD business units in clarifying how these behaviours can be translated into demonstrable action within their areas of work.

As one of the first priorities of the new AGD Executive Board, a 12‐month orientation program for new starters was introduced in early 2011. The orientation program was successfully launched in December 2010, with 36 new starters from across the Department participating in the pilot session. New employees were welcomed by the Chief Executive, learned about the Department’s role and its diverse functions, and were introduced to the Make a Difference change program. Over their first 12 months, participants will attend three further sessions.

In May, the first group of participants in the new Momentum Middle Management Leadership and Development Program graduated. Developed in partnership with the University of Adelaide, the program focuses on building the leadership capability of emerging leaders, embedding a culture of innovation, and providing tools for best‐management practice ‐ particularly in a time of change. Nineteen emerging leaders graduated from the course, with a second course planned for September 2011. The program will offer two to three intakes each year.

In keeping with the South Australian Public Sector Workplace Wellbeing Framework, a major review of the Department’s Performance Management and Development Policy was undertaken and a new Performance Development Program (PDP) was introduced for all staff in February 2011. The new PDP connects staff to the Department’s priorities so they understand and are accountable for their contribution to these priorities. The PDP also serves as a platform for individual staff development needs. It provides a framework for:


a consistent performance development process for all AGD staff, across all job classifications, which is forward‐looking and focused on ongoing development


aligning and connecting individuals to the department’s strategic directions, values and behaviours


a planned approach to people and organisational development through learning and development goals which are collected corporately, analysed and acted upon

         managing unsatisfactory performance and misconduct.

AGD undertook a review of the Employee Psychological Health and Wellbeing Policy and Guidelines. During the review, key risks to employees’ wellbeing and to the achievement of organisational objectives were identified. The review provided recommendations on how to effectively manage these risks. Further to this, AGD maintained its Employee Assistance Program, which provides a free and confidential counselling and referral service for departmental employees and their families.

A Prosecutor Development Program was launched as part of the restructure of the resources in the Office of the Director of Public Prosecutions (ODPP), allowing less experienced prosecutors to work in close proximity to the office’s most experienced prosecutors, to develop their skill and knowledge base. A curriculum is in development to assist these prosecutors to further develop their skills, and is expected to be completed in

2011‐12.
SUPPORTING THE IMPROVEMENT OF BUSINESS PROCESSES AND SYSTEMS
In addition to reducing delays for customers across a number of service areas, the Department continued to renew and revise business processes and systems.

Early 2011 saw appointments to key leadership roles and the establishment of the new AGD Executive Board. The Board comprises the Chief Executive, the three Deputy Chief Executives, and the Executive Director, Legal and Legislative Services. The Board’s first meeting was held in February 2011. It has overall responsibility for setting corporate policy and leading the strategic direction of the Department. The establishment of the Board has strengthened governance and provided senior representation in strategic decision‐making processes for the diverse range of functions across AGD. The Board considered other new governance arrangements for the Department, with the objectives of investing in future leadership, devolving decision‐making, and sharing responsibility for whole‐of‐department outcomes. These will be put in place in 2011‐12.

The Department further strengthened its audit and risk functions during 2010‐11. In addition to its ongoing work, Internal Audit and Risk Services undertook a review of the design and operational effectiveness of the AGD Risk Management Policy and Framework (to align with the international risk standard, AS/NZS ISO 31000), to protect and enhance organisational resources, and to support the achievement of corporate objectives.

Furthermore, in line with best practice, Dr Dale Cooper was appointed as the independent chair of the Audit and Risk Management Committee for a period of two years. Dr Cooper brings significant risk management expertise and experience as a member and chair of a number of national audit and risk management committees.

In conjunction with a working party established by the Attorney‐General, the Organisational Performance Division led a detailed review of the fines debt collection and enforcement processes within the Justice portfolio, in particular in the courts, SAPOL and the Crown Solicitor's Office (CSO). Its aims were to determine ways to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of the fines processes, including the collection rates of fines, and to identify where within government the responsibility for fines enforcement should lie. The review, including recommendations, was completed in June 2011. The findings of the review will be considered by the Government.

ODPP strived to improve its customer service in 2010‐11. The office undertook a client satisfaction survey to identify areas for improvement in customer service to ODPP witnesses.

The Office for Consumer and Business Affairs finalised the business case for a tenancies online project. When the project is complete it will provide customers with an online facility for residential tenancy security bond lodgements and refunds.

The Department's newly formed Strategic Communications Group developed an online consultation tool called yourSAy to encourage public comment on important legislative and regulatory proposals. yourSAy will encourage input from those who may not normally participate in the more traditional methods of community consultation. It will have particular benefit for citizens who are geographically isolated, are more comfortable

in online environments, or are time‐poor. yourSAy has a data capture tool that allows the public to submit

response‐specific submissions, and can also facilitate closed or private consultations with select stakeholder groups. Subscribers can receive notification of new consultations related to their specific interests.

To foster innovative thinking and business improvement within AGD, the Make a Difference change team piloted Think for Change in March 2011. Four business units undertook the pilot ‐ Justice Technology Services, the CSO, the Office for the Commissioner for Equal Opportunity, and the Office for Youth. Think for Change allows all staff to suggest innovative solutions to challenges within their business units through an online dialogue. Evaluation of the program will be completed in early 2011‐12 for possible roll‐out across the Department.

REDUCING RED TAPE
In keeping with the Government’s commitment to review and reduce red tape, the Department, through its Justice Competitiveness Program, worked with Justice agencies to investigate and develop initiatives that reduce red tape for business and not‐for‐profit organisations. Part of a broader government program, the Justice portfolio’s red‐tape reduction program is expected to achieve its net target of $12 million by April 2012.

Individual units also worked to reduce red tape.

In 2010‐11, the ODPP carried out a Prosecution Policy and Guidelines Review. The ODPP revised the Director’s Statement of Prosecution Policy and Guidelines, which provides guidance for solicitors and prosecutors regarding effective decision‐making within their daily work. The revised statement incorporates recent legislation changes and solicitor and prosecution practices relevant for 2011 and beyond.

Additionally, a new online practice guide was launched as a single reference point of information for the ODPP. The online guide offers information including (but not limited to) Director of Public Prosecutions directives, judges’ decisions, sentencing remarks, and useful templates. The guide consolidates and standardises the information and resources used by the ODPP legal staff. The first online guide topic, Murder, was developed, consolidating and standardising information in this critical area of law.

Office of the Parliamentary Counsel has developed a new database system, saLaws, to replace the old record management system and improve business management. This new system helps track and manage all legislative drafting projects within the office, with relevant minutes and emails being produced through the system. The system facilitates work distribution and communication within the office, and will make a significant contribution to the administrative efficiency of the office.

CARERS RECOGNITION ACT
The Attorney‐General’s Department recognises and supports the principles of the South Australian Carers

Charter. The Department has ensured that all new employees are aware of both the Carers Recognition Act

2005 and the principles that form the South Australian Carers Charter, through its inclusion in the induction

process.

In addition, employees who are carers are supported in identifying appropriate flexible working arrangements and provided with specific training that relates to participation and access issues for those with disabilities and their carers.

Aboriginal Cultural Awareness training is also provided which, amongst other topics, addresses the issues of family obligation and community responsibility in the context of the role of carers.

In 2011, AGD launched online disability awareness and communication training as part of a mandated induction program for all new staff. The training contains information on the Carers Recognition Act and charter, ensuring all new staff are made aware of the obligations under the Act.

EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY PROGRAMS Aboriginal Employment Initiatives
During the 2010‐11 financial year six referrals were made by AGD to the Department of Further Education,
Employment, Science and Technology Aboriginal Employment Register. Of those referrals, two resulted in placements. One of those placements was at ASO1 remuneration level and one placement at ASO2 level.
Disability Works Australia Ltd
During the 2010‐11 financial year 19 job vacancies were referred to applicants on the Disability Register. A

total of six applicants were engaged from the register.

DISABILITY ACTION PLANS
PROMOTING INDEPENDENCE REPORT ‐ ATTORNEY‐GENERAL’S DEPARTMENT
The Department for Families and Communities (DFC) collates an annual Promoting Independence Report, outlining the progress of each portfolio against the Government’s Disability Policy: Promoting Independence. This reporting commenced in 2001, making the 2010‐11 report the tenth progress report to be produced. The report is tabled for Senior Management Council (SMC) consideration and endorsement. Once endorsed, the final report is provided to the Minister for Disability and launched publicly each December to coincide with the International Day for People with Disabilities.

Strategic Human Resources assesses each of the six objectives based on information provided by Attorney‐ General’s Department business units. The 2010‐11 report has adopted a different format than previous years, seeking information on the implementation of highlights over the last decade against the six objectives of the policy.

Those objectives and related highlights include:

1: Access
In 2002 access to premises was identified as a major barrier to clients and staff with disabilities. This resulted in commissioning the first Disability Access Review by Harrison Consultants (HC) of all AGD premises. The report identified facilities and fit‐out issues for all sites along with the estimated costs of rectification. HC were commissioned again in 2008 and most recently in 2010 and all new AGD sites were included in the review.

The commissioning of the first HC report and subsequent action plans represented a significant milestone for AGD, signalling a systematic and ordered approach to providing accessible accommodation. The impact of such actions cannot and should not be underestimated.

Also of note was the work carried out by the Office for Recreation and Sport (ORS). With dedicated resources aimed at improving accessibility to sport and recreation ORS continued to work closely with the Ability Network (A‐Net), a network of community sporting and disability organisations.  In 2009‐10 ORS worked to ensure that the design of the recently opened State Aquatic Centre was inclusive of the needs of those with a disability by consulting with A‐Net, the Minda Aquatic Centre and athletes with a disability.

2: Information
Recognising that many citizens now access information using the internet, 2009 saw the first comprehensive website accessibility audit within AGD. Web accessibility encompasses all disabilities that affect access to the web, including visual, auditory, physical, speech, cognitive and neurological disabilities. The website audit provided necessary information to develop a detailed action plan based on continuous improvement. This has resulted in a significant increase in World Wide Web Consortium (W3C) web accessibility compliance.

3: Awareness
Under the AGD Disability Action Plan (DAP) 2009‐12, the Department developed an online training tool. In

2010‐11, AGD launched its first online disability awareness and communication training package. The training package includes contemporary references to matters such as the Carers Recognition Act 2005 and the most

recent statistical information and policy positions. The program is mandated as part of the AGD induction program and for those with customer service responsibilities.

4: Consultation
During the development of the first AGD Disability Action Plan 2006‐09 (DAP), 14 South Australian disability‐ related organisations were consulted. During the development of the second AGD DAP 2009‐12 a similar process was followed, with the following organisations asked to provide comment on the draft version prior to it being finalised:

AGD is currently piloting an online consultation portal designed to give the community an opportunity to share its thoughts on government consultations, discussion papers, needs assessments or other projects undertaking community engagement. Attention has been paid to ensuring the site is compliant with W3C guidelines.

5: Compliance
Changes to the South Australian Equal Opportunity Act 1984 came into effect on 2 October 2009. Of great importance to those living with disability was the inclusion of mental illness and those with caring responsibilities for the disabled as grounds for discrimination. The additional protection brought the South Australian Act in line with its federal counterpart, the Disability Discrimination Act 1992.

6: Employment
AGD has undertaken a number of initiatives aiming to ensure a non‐discriminatory recruitment process is upheld. AGD’s Recruitment and Selection Policy addresses the inclusion of people with disabilities and access requirements. When conducting selection panel training, participants are provided with a detailed informational publication titled The Selection Process ‐ Considering Diversity. This publication outlines the advantages of a diverse workforce and provides guidance on communication techniques relating to specific forms of disability.

Online Disability Awareness and Communication Training
In 2010‐11 AGD launched an online disability awareness and communication training package. The package is designed to provide all staff with the opportunity to develop a greater understanding of the issues surrounding access and communication for people with varying types and levels of disability whether they be clients, customers or colleagues. The training is mandated for all new staff and will increase the Department's capacity to effectively consult, service and deliver outcomes to those members of our community living with a

disability.

In addition all AGD business units are required to follow a business planning template which addresses workforce and customer issues relating to diversity, which includes disability. AGD has actively contributed to the review being undertaken into the whole of Government Promoting Independence Strategy and will review the current AGD Disability Action Plan when the new strategy and reporting procedures have been determined.

increasing the AGD head office by 0.5 of an Australian Green Building Rating star to 4 stars, by replacing lights with T5s and improving the building maintenance, hot water and air conditioning systems

         increasing the number of staff per square metre

         installing occupancy sensors to meeting rooms in AGD

         installing motion‐activated lighting to staircases and toilets in the AGD’s head office

         utilising fit‐out materials based on reuse and recycling considerations at AGD’s head office

         moving to electronic payslips, reducing carbon emissions.

Initiatives planned for 2010‐11 include increasing the number of staff per square metre, resulting in the reduction of leased premises. This in turn reduces greenhouse gas emissions through improved efficiencies in lighting and air‐conditioning usage.

Total  income  in  2010-11  was  $358.9m  compared  to  $232.2m  in  2009/10,  an  increase  of

$126.7m. This increase is mainly due to resources received from the transfer of the S.A. Aquatic and Leisure Centre in 2010-11 and the transfer of Medical Panels SA, the Industrial Relations Court and Commission, the Workers Compensation Tribunal, the Employee Ombudsman and Workcover Ombudsman to the Department from 1 July 2010.

Total expenses in 2010-11 was $258.2m compared to $234.8m in 2009/10, an increase of

$23.4m. This increase is mainly due to the transfer of Medical Panels SA, the Industrial Relations Court and Commission, the Workers Compensation Tribunal, the Employee Ombudsman and Workcover Ombudsman to the Department from 1 July 2010.

Total income in 2010-11 was $505.8m, compared with $455.3m in 2009-10, an increase of

1.        Objectives of the Attorney-General’s Department (the Department)

2.        Summary of significant accounting policies
(a)      Statement of compliance
The financial statements are general purpose financial statements which have been prepared in accordance with applicable AASs and TIs and APSs promulgated under the provision of the PFAA.

Except for AASB 2009-12, which the Department has adopted early, AASs and interpretations that have recently been issued or amended but are not yet effective have not been adopted by the Department for the reporting period ending 30 June 2010.

(b)      Basis of preparation
The preparation of the financial statements requires:


the use of certain accounting estimates and requires management to exercise its judgment in the process of applying the Department’s accounting policies. The areas involving a higher degree of judgment or where  assumptions  and  estimates  are  significant  to  the  financial  statements  are  outlined  in  the applicable notes


accounting policies are selected and applied in a manner which ensures that the resulting financial information satisfies the concepts of relevance and reliability, thereby ensuring that the substance of the underlying transactions or other events are reported


compliance  with  APSs  issued  pursuant  to  section  41  of  the  PFAA  .In  the  interest  of  public accountability and transparency the APSs require the following note disclosures, which have been included in this financial report:

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(b)      Basis of preparation (continued)
The Department’s Statement of Comprehensive Income, Statement of Financial Position and Statement of

Changes  in  Equity  have  been  prepared  on  an  accrual  basis  and  are  in  accordance  with  historical  cost convention, except for certain assets that were valued in accordance with the valuation policy applicable.

The Statement of Cash Flows has been prepared on a cash basis.

The financial statements have been prepared based on a 12 month operating cycle and presented in Australian currency.

The accounting policies set out below have been applied in preparing the financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2010 and the comparative information presented.

(c)      Reporting entity
The Department is a government department of the State of South Australia, established pursuant to the PSA. The Department is an administrative unit acting on behalf of the Crown.

The Department produces both departmental and administered financial statements. The departmental financial statements include income, expenses, assets and liabilities, controlled or incurred by the Department in its own right. The administered financial statements include income, expenses, assets and liabilities which the Department administers on behalf of the SA Government but does not control. Except as otherwise disclosed, administered  items  are  accounted  for  on  the  same  basis  and  using  the  same  accounting  policies  as  for controlled items.

For the purposes of accrual accounting and external financial reporting, the Ombudsman Services, Police Complaints Authority, Guardianship Board and Office of the Public Advocate are included in the financial reporting entity of the Department.

The Ombudsman and the Police Complaints Authority undertake investigations into complaints or matters under their respective Acts without interference from the Department and both report separately to Parliament on their operations. The Guardianship Board is a court-like tribunal which has the power to make important decisions affecting the lives and property of persons over whom it has jurisdiction. The Public Advocate provides education, investigation, advocacy and guardianship services in accordance with its statutory functions. The Guardianship Board and Public Advocate were established pursuant to the Guardianship and Administration Act 1993 and are not subject to the direction of the Minister in the performance of their functions under the Act.

(d)      Transferred functions
The Department assumed responsibility for the Employee Ombudsman, WorkCover Ombudsman, Medical

Panels SA, Industrial Relations Court and Commission and the Workers Compensation Tribunal functions. Certain assets and liabilities relating to these business units were transferred to the Department from DPC on

1 July 2010.
(e)      Comparative information
The presentation and classification of items in the financial statements are consistent with prior periods except

where specific accounting standards and/or APSs have required a change.

Where presentation or classification of items in the financial statements has been amended, comparative figures have been adjusted to conform to changes in presentation or classification in these financial statements unless impracticable.

Where the Department has applied an accounting policy retrospectively; retrospectively restated items in the financial  statements;  reclassified  items  in  the  financial  statements,  it  has  provided  three  Statements  of Financial Position and related notes.

The restated comparative amounts do not replace the original financial statements for the preceding period.

(f)       Rounding
All amounts in the financial statements and accompanying notes have been rounded to the nearest thousand dollars ($’000).
(g)      Taxation
The Department is not subject to income tax. The Department is liable for payroll tax, FBT, GST, Emergency

Services levy, land tax equivalents and local government rate equivalents.

Income, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST except:


when the GST incurred on a purchase of goods or services is not recoverable from the ATO, in which case the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of the expense item applicable

              receivables and payables, which are stated with the amount of GST included.

The net amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is included as part of receivables or payables in the Statement of Financial Position.

Cash flows are included in the Statement of Cash Flows on a gross basis and the GST component of cash flows arising from investing and financing activities, which is recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is classified as part of operating cash flows.

Unrecognised contractual commitments and contingencies are disclosed net of the amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to the ATO  If GST is not payable to, or recoverable from, the ATO, the commitments and contingencies are disclosed on a gross basis.

(h)      Events after the reporting period
Adjustments are made to amounts recognised in the financial statements, where an event occurs after 30 June and before the date the financial statements are authorised for issue, where those events provides information

about conditions that existed at 30 June. Note disclosure is made about events between 30 June and the date

the financial statements are authorised for issue where the events relate to a condition which arose after

30 June and which may have a material impact on the results of subsequent years.
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(i)       Income
Income is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the flow of economic benefits to the Department will occur and can be reliably measured.

Income has been aggregated according to its nature and has not been offset unless required or permitted by a specific accounting standard, or where offsetting reflects the substance of the transaction or other event.

The notes accompanying the financial statements disclose income where the counterparty/transaction is with an entity within the SA Government as at the reporting date, classified according to their nature.

Transactions with SA Government entities below the threshold of $100 000 have been included with the non-government transactions, classified according to their nature.

The following are specific recognition criteria:

Fees and charges
Revenues from fees and charges are derived from the provision of goods and services to other SA Government agencies and to the public. This revenue is recognised upon delivery of the service to the clients or by reference to the stage of completion.

Contributions (grants)
Contributions are recognised as an asset and income when the Department obtains control of the contributions or obtains the right to receive the contributions and the income recognition criteria are met ie the amount can be reliably measured and the flow of resources is probable.

Contributions can be either for general assistance or a particular purpose and will usually be subject to terms and conditions set out in a contract, correspondence, or by legislation governing the contribution.

Generally, the Department has obtained control or the right to receive for:


contributions with unconditional stipulations - this will be when the agreement becomes enforceable ie the earlier of when the receiving entity has formally been advised that the contribution (eg grant application) has been approved; agreement/contract is executed; and/or the contribution is received


contributions with conditional stipulations - this will be when the enforceable stipulations specified in the agreement occur or are satisfied that is income would be recognised for contributions received or receivable under the agreement.

All contributions received by the Department have been contributions with unconditional stipulations attached and have been recognised as an asset and income upon receipt.

Resources received free of charge
Resources received free of charge are recorded as revenue in the Statement of Comprehensive Income at their fair value. Contributions of services are recognised only when a fair value can be determined reliably and the services would be purchased if they had not been donated. The SA Aquatic & Leisure Centre transferred to the Office for Recreation and Sport during 2010-11. The amount recognised with respect to this transfer was

$104.1 million.
Revenues from SA Government
Appropriations for program funding are recognised as revenues when the Department obtains control over the funding. Control over appropriations is normally obtained upon receipt.

Net gain on non-current assets
Income from the disposal of non-current assets is recognised when the control of the asset has passed to the buyer and determined by comparing proceeds with carrying amount.   When revalued assets are sold, the revaluation increments are transferred to retained earnings.

Other income
Other income consists of refunds and other recoveries.

(j)       Expenses
Expenses  are  recognised  to  the  extent  that  it  is  probable  that  the  flow  of  economic  benefits  from  the

Department will occur and can be reliably measured.
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(j)       Expenses (continued)
Expenses have been aggregated according to their nature and have not been offset unless required or permitted

by a specific accounting standard, or where offsetting reflects the substance of the transaction or other event.

The notes accompanying the financial statements disclose expenses where the counterparty/transaction is with an entity within the SA Government as at the reporting date, classified according to their nature.

The following are specific recognition criteria:

Employee benefit expenses
Employee  benefit  expenses  include  all  costs  related  to  employment  including  wages  and  salaries, non-monetary benefits and leave entitlements. These are recognised when incurred.

Superannuation
The amount charged to the Statement of Comprehensive Income represents the contributions made by the Department to the superannuation plan in respect of current services of current departmental staff. DTF centrally recognises the superannuation liability in the whole-of-government financial statements.

Depreciation and amortisation
All non-current assets, having a limited useful life, are systematically depreciated/amortised over their useful lives in a manner that reflects the consumption of their service potential. Amortisation is used in relation to intangible assets such as software, while depreciation is applied to tangible assets such as property, plant and equipment.

Assets’ residual values, useful lives and amortisation methods are reviewed and adjusted if appropriate, on an annual basis.

Changes in the expected useful life or the expected pattern of consumption of future economic benefits embodied in the asset are accounted for prospectively by changing the time period or method, as appropriate, which is a change in accounting estimate.

The value of leasehold improvements is amortised over the estimated useful life of each improvement, or the unexpired period of the relevant lease, whichever is shorter.

Land and non-current assets held for sale are not depreciated.

Depreciation/Amortisation is calculated on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful life of the following classes of assets as follows:

Grants and subsidies
For contributions payable, the contribution will be recognised as a liability and expense when the entity has a present obligation to pay the contribution and expense recognition criteria are met.

All contributions paid by the Department have been contributions with unconditional stipulations attached. Contributions can be either for general assistance or a particular purpose and will usually be subject to terms

and conditions set out in a contract, correspondence, or by legislation governing the contribution.
Borrowing costs
All borrowing costs are recognised as expenses.

Payments to SA Government
Payments to the SA Government include the return of surplus cash pursuant to the cash alignment policy.
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(k)      Current and non-current classification
Assets and liabilities are characterised as either current or non-current in nature.

Assets and liabilities that are sold, consumed or realised as part of the normal operating cycle even when they are not expected to be realised within 12 months after the reporting date have been classified as current assets or current liabilities. All other assets and liabilities are classified as non-current.

Where asset and liability line item combine amounts expected to be realised within 12 months and more than

12 months, the Department has separately disclosed the amounts expected to be recovered or settled after more than 12 months.

(l)       Assets
Assets have been classified according to their nature and have not been offset unless required or permitted by a

specific accounting standard, or where offsetting reflects the substance of the transaction or other event.

Where an asset line item combines amounts expected to be settled within 12 months and more than 12 months, the Department has separately disclosed the amounts expected to be recovered after more than 12 months.

The notes accompanying the financial statements disclose financial assets where the counterparty/transaction is with an entity within the SA Government as at the reporting date, classified according to their nature.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents in the Statement of Financial Position includes cash at bank and on hand, deposits held at call and other short-term, highly liquid investments with maturities of three months or less that are readily converted to cash and which are subject to insignificant risk of changes in value.

For  the  purposes  of  the  Statement  of  Cash  Flows,  cash  and  cash  equivalents  consist  of  cash  and  cash equivalents as defined above.

Cash is measured at nominal value.

Receivables
Receivables include amounts receivable from goods and services, GST input tax credits recoverable, prepayments and other accruals.

Receivables arise in the normal course of selling goods and services to other government agencies and to the public. Receivables are generally settled within 30 days after the issue of an invoice or the goods/services have been provided under a contractual arrangement.

Other debtors arise outside the normal course of providing goods and services to other agencies and to the public.

Collectability of receivables is reviewed on an ongoing basis. An allowance for doubtful debts is raised when there is objective evidence that the Department will not be able to collect the debt. These are generally receivables that are 90 days or more overdue. Bad debts are written off when identified.

Other financial assets
Investments represent funds deposited with the Public Trustee. These investments have been designated as available for sale financial assets as they are held with the intention to dispose of the asset if required to ensure sufficient cash flow to meet bond repayments or claims on administered funds. Investments are made by way of notional unit holdings in a selection of common funds managed by Public Trustee. The proportion of unit holdings is dependent upon the investment strategy adopted.

Investments are measured at fair value in accordance with unit prices at balance date as advised by the applicable fund manager.

Investments are classified as either current or non-current. Those to be rolled over within 12 months are classified as current investments.

Revaluation increments and decrements are recognised in the asset revaluation surplus except where, and to the extent, the decrement exceeds the balance of the surplus which is recognised as expenses or the increment reverses previous decrements which are recognised as revenue.
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Non-current asset acquisition and recognition
Non-current assets are initially recorded at cost or at the value of any liabilities assumed, plus any incidental cost  involved  with  the  acquisition.  Non-current  assets  are  subsequently  measured  at  fair  value  less accumulated depreciation. Where assets are acquired at no value or minimal value they are recorded at their

fair value in the Statement of Financial Position. However, if the assets are acquired at no or nominal cost as

part of a restructuring of administrative arrangements then the assets are recognised at book value ie the amount recorded by the transferor Public Authority immediately prior to restructure.

The Department capitalises all non-current physical assets with a value of $10 000 or greater. Items with an acquisition cost less than $10 000 are expensed in the year of acquisition.

Revaluation of non-current assets
All non-current tangible assets are valued at written down current cost (a proxy for fair value); and revaluation of non-current assets or group of assets is only performed when its fair value at the time of acquisition is greater than $1 million and estimated useful life is greater than three years.

Every three years, the Department revalues its land, buildings, leasehold improvements, furniture, specialised plant and equipment and mobile transport assets. However, if at any time management considers that the carrying amount of an asset materially differs from its fair value then the asset will be revalued regardless of when the last valuation took place. Non-current tangible assets that are acquired between revaluations are held at cost until the next valuation, where they are revalued to fair value.

Land, buildings, leasehold improvements, furniture, specialised plant and equipment and mobile transport assets were revalued in accordance with the ‘fair value’ method of valuation as at 1 July 2008. A desk top valuation was undertaken for the Recreation, sporting and stadia infrastructure as at 30 June 2011. Library collections were revalued in May 2002. Information technology assets are valued at cost. The SA Government Radio Network (SAGRN) assets were revalued as at 30 June 2010.

Any revaluation increment is credited to the asset revaluation surplus, except to the extent that it reverses a revaluation decrease of the same asset class previously recognised as an expense, in which case the increase is recognised as income. Any revaluation decrease is recognised as an expense, except to the extent that it offsets a previous revaluation increase for the same asset class, in which case the decrease is debited directly to the asset revaluation surplus to the extent of the credit balance existing in revaluations reserve for that asset class.

Any accumulated depreciation as at the revaluation date is eliminated against the gross carrying amounts of the assets and the net amounts are restated to the revalued amounts of the asset.

Upon  disposal  or  derecognition,  any  revaluation  surplus  relating  to  that  asset  is  transferred  to  retained earnings.

Impairment
All non-current tangible and intangible assets are tested for indication of impairment at each reporting date. Where there is an indication of impairment, the recoverable amount is estimated.  An amount by which the asset’s carrying amount exceeds the recoverable amount is recorded as an impairment loss.

For revalued assets an impairment loss is offset against the respective asset revaluation surplus.

Intangible assets
An intangible asset is an identifiable non-monetary asset without physical substance. Intangible assets are measured at cost. Following initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortisation and any accumulated impairment losses.

The useful lives of intangible assets are assessed to be either finite or indefinite. The Department only has intangible assets with finite lives. The amortisation period and the amortisation method for intangible assets is reviewed on an annual basis.

The acquisition of or internal development of software is capitalised only when the expenditure meets the definition criteria (identifiability, control and the existence of future economic  benefits) and recognition criteria (probability of future economic benefits and cost can be reliably measured) and when the amount of expenditure is greater than or equal to $10 000.

All research and development costs that do not meet the capitalisation criteria outlined in AASB 138 are expensed.
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(m)     Liabilities
Liabilities have been classified according to their nature and have not been offset unless required or permitted

by a specific accounting standard, or where offsetting reflects the substance of the transaction or other event.

Where  a  liability  line  item  combines  amounts  expected  to  be  settled  within  12 months  and  more  than

12 months, the Department has separately disclosed the amounts expected to be settled after more than

12 months.

The notes accompanying the financial statements disclose financial liabilities where the counterparty/ transaction is with an entity within the SA Government as at the reporting date, classified according to their nature.

Payables
Payables include creditors, accrued expenses and employment on-costs.

Creditors represent the amounts owing for goods and services received prior to the end of the reporting period that are unpaid at the end of the reporting period.  Creditors include all unpaid invoices received relating to the normal operations of the Department.

Accrued expenses represent goods and services provided by other parties during the period that are unpaid at the end of the reporting period and where an invoice has not been received.

All payables are measured at their nominal amount, are unsecured and are normally settled within 30 days from the date of the invoice or date the invoice is first received.

Employee benefit on-costs include superannuation contributions, payroll tax and workers compensation in respect to outstanding liabilities for salaries and wages, long service leave and annual leave.

The Department makes contributions to several State Government and externally managed superannuation schemes. These contributions are treated as an expense when they occur. There is no liability for payments to beneficiaries as they have been assumed by the respective superannuation schemes. The only liability outstanding at reporting date relates to any contributions due but not yet paid to the South Australian Superannuation Board.

Borrowings/Financial liabilities
The Department measures financial liabilities including borrowings/debt at historical cost, except for interest free loans (measured at the present value of expected repayments).

Leases
The determination of whether an arrangement is or contains a lease is based on the substance of the arrangement.

The  Department  has  a  number  of  operating  leases  and  payments  are  expensed  on  a  basis  which  is representative of the pattern of benefits derived from the leased asset.

The Department leases sporting venues and office accommodation to various external sporting organisations through operating leases as well as access rights to State owned land sites. Income from operating leases is recognised as rental income in the period incurred, and is representative of the pattern of benefits derived from the leased assets.

              Lease incentives
All incentives for the agreement of new or renewed operating leases are recognised as an integral part of the net consideration agreed for the use of the leased asset. Incentives received to enter into operating leases are recognised as a liability.

The aggregate benefits of lease incentives received by the Department in respect of operating leases have been recorded as a reduction of rental expense over the lease term, on a straight-line basis.

Lease incentives in the form of leasehold improvements are capitalised as an asset and depreciated over the remaining term of the lease or estimated useful life of the improvement whichever is shorter.
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Employee benefits
These benefits accrue for employees as a result of services provided up to the reporting date that remain unpaid.   Long-term employee benefits are measured at present value and short-term employee benefits are measured at nominal amounts.

              Wages, salaries, annual leave and sick leave
The liability for salaries and wages is measured as the amount unpaid at the reporting date at remuneration rates current at reporting date for 2009-10.  In 2010-11 employees were paid on 30 June for the pay period ending 1 July 2011.  This represents a prepayment of one day’s salary and wages,

which  has  been  recognised  as  an  asset  at  30 June 2011  at  the  remuneration  rate  for  that  day.

Prepayments are included in note 18.

The  annual  leave  liability  is  expected  to  be  payable  within  12 months  and  is  measured  at  the undiscounted amount expected to be paid. In the unusual event where salary and wages and annual leave are payable later than 12 months, the liability is measured at present value.

No provision has been made for sick leave as all sick leave is non-vesting and the average sick leave taken in future years by employees is estimated to be less than the annual entitlement for sick leave.

              Long service leave
The liability for long service leave is recognised after an employee has completed five years of service. An actuarial assessment of long service leave undertaken by DTF based on a significant sample of employees throughout the South Australian public sector determined that the liability measured using the shorthand method was not materially different from the liability measured using the present value of expected future payments. This calculation is consistent with the Department’s experience of employee retention and leave taken.

The unconditional portion of the long service leave provision is classified as current as the Department does not have an unconditional right to defer settlement of the liability for at least 12 months after reporting date. The unconditional portion of long service leave relates to an unconditional legal entitlement to payment arising after 10 years of service.

Provisions
Provisions are recognised when the Department has a present obligation as a result of a past event, it is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

When the Department expects some or all of a provision to be reimbursed, the reimbursement is recognised as a separate asset but only when the reimbursement is virtually certain. The expense relating to any provision is presented in the Statement of Comprehensive Income net of any reimbursement.

Provisions are measured at the present value of management’s best estimate of the expenditure required to settle the present obligation at the reporting date. If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted for the time value of money and the risks specific to the liability.

A liability has been reported to reflect workers compensation claims. The workers compensation liability, which was based on an actuarial assessment, was provided by the Public Sector Workforce Relations Division of DPC.

The workers compensation provision is based on an actuarial assessment prepared by Taylor Fry Consulting

Actuaries. The Department’s liability is an allocation of the Justice Portfolio’s total assessment.

(n)      Unrecognised contractual commitments and contingent assets and liabilities
Commitments include operating and capital and outsourcing arrangements arising from contractual or statutory sources and are disclosed at their nominal value.

Contingent assets and contingent liabilities are not recognised in the Statement of Financial Position, but are disclosed by way of a note and, if quantifiable, are measured at nominal value.

Unrecognised contractual commitments and contingencies are disclosed net of the amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to the ATO. If GST is not payable to, or recoverable from, the ATO, the commitments and contingencies are disclosed on a gross basis.
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3.        New and revised accounting standards and policies
In accordance with amendments to APS 4.8 within APF II, effective 1 July 2010 the Department has disclosed all

employees whose normal remuneration is equal to or greater than the base executive level remuneration. Previously APS 4.8 within APF II required the Department to disclose all employees whose normal remuneration was equal to or greater than $100 000. This change is reflected in note 5.

A change in accounting policy was adopted by the Department with effect from 1 July 2009. Assets will now be expensed in the period in which they are acquired if they have an acquisition cost of less than $10 000.

During 2009-10, the operations of the SAGRN shifted from the Department for Transport, Energy and Infrastructure to  the  Department.  As  at  30 June 2010,  the  capitalisation  policy  for  SAGRN  assets  was  a  threshold  of  $500. However, the departmental policy at the time was $10 000. During 2010-11, the Department has amended the accounting treatment of the assets. The SAGRN will now be reflected as a network asset with a capitalisation threshold of $1000. Adjustments have now been made to the 2009-10 and 2010-11 figures to reflect this treatment where appropriate.

The Office for Recreation and Sport administers a number of grant schemes. During 2010-11, the Department amended the accounting treatment for these grant schemes. This has resulted in the recognition of an obligation for these grants when a binding agreement is entered into with a third party. Previously, grants were recognised upon approval of the grant. Adjustments have now been made to the 2009-10 and 2010-11 figures to reflect this treatment where appropriate.

The following funds are included within the Department’s administered items: Residential Tenancies Fund, Agents Indemnity Fund, Second-hand Vehicles Compensation Fund and the Retail Shop Leases Fund. Up until 2009-10, these funds have been  recorded at fair value. The APSs requires financial assets to be recorded at their ‘historical cost’. In accordance with TI 1, an exemption to the requirement to record the value of these investments at historical cost was sought from the Treasurer. This request was approved. Adjustments have now been made to the 2009-10 and

2010-11 figures to reflect this treatment where appropriate.

Except for AASB 2009-12, which the Department has adopted early, the AASs and interpretations that have recently been issued or amended but are not yet effective, have not been adopted by the Department for the period ending

30 June 2011. The Department has assessed the impact of the new and amended standards and interpretations and considers there will be no impact on the accounting policies or the financial statements of the Department.

Liquidity risk
The Department is funded principally from appropriations by the SA Government. The Department works with DTF

to determine the cash flows associated with its Government approved program of work and to ensure funding is provided through SA Government budgetary processes to meet the expected cash outflows.

The continued existence of the Department in its present form, and with its present programs, is dependent on State Government  policy  and  on  continuing  appropriations  by  Parliament  for  the  Department’s  administration  and programs. The Department settles undisputed accounts within 30 days from the date of the invoice or date the invoice is first received.

The Department’s exposure to liquidity risk is insignificant based on past experience and current assessment of risk.

Market risk
Market risk for the Department is primarily through interest rate risk. The Department currently holds no interest

bearing Financial Instruments and is not exposed to interest rate risk.

The financial effect of this machinery of government change has not been reflected in the financial statements. This division comprises 137 employees and includes estimated net assets of $252.2 million.

Any gains or losses as a result of holding these investments, is now recognised through an asset revaluation reserve, rather than through profit and loss. The treatment of revaluation gains or losses has been amended to comply with the requirements of AASB 139 and have been recognised directly in the equity of the funds. Cash and receivables are recorded at the carrying amount which approximates net fair value.

Investments represent funds held by the Public Trustee on behalf of the Residential Tenancies Fund, Retail Shop Leases Fund, Agents Indemnity Fund and Second-hand Vehicles Compensation Fund (the Funds). The Public Trustee has invested in collective investment vehicles for the purpose of gaining exposure to Australian and international equities. The managers of such vehicles have invested in a variety of financial instruments, including derivatives, which expose the Funds to investment risks, including market, credit, interest and currency risk. These investments are valued by the Public Trustee at reporting date and recognised at fair value.

Financial liabilities
Financial liabilities principally represent security bonds held on behalf of third parties and taxation receipts payable to the Treasurer. The carrying amount of all financial liabilities is considered to be a reasonable estimate of net fair value.

Credit risk
At reporting date funds totalling $186.7 million were invested with the Public Trustee. Pooled investment funds are not rated for credit risk. The Public Trustee considers the credit risk of individual fund managers prior to investing funds and reviews these assessments quarterly.

Other than pooled investments, the Department has no significant concentration of credit risk. The Department has policies and procedures in place to ensure that transactions occur with customers with appropriate credit history.

Allowances for impairment of financial assets are calculated on past experiences and expected changes in client credit rating. Currently the Department does not hold any collateral as security for any of its financial assets. There are no financial assets administered by the Department past due.
